· To practice listening by watching video clip (eat, pray, love) and discuss the story as a group.
· To express students own idea through making a poster.

	Language Skills:

Listening: Listening clip (eat, pray, love), classmates’ interaction, teacher’s talking
Speaking: Discussing as a group, making a presentation, answering the questions
Reading: Reading the worksheet and others poster’s
Writing: Making a poster, filling in the worksheet

	Language Systems:

Phonology: Pronunciation of faith, terrify, straighten, marvel

Key words (passion, enthusiasm, fall in love)

	Assumptions:

· Students have experience of making poster

· Most of students have never seen ‘eat, pray, love’
· All student have their own dictionary.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to catch the video clip story in detail. 

· Let them listen several times if they need, and let them help each other.
· When students make a poster, someone doesn’t know how to express their thought and vocabulary.
· Let them help each other and use dictionary to help.

· Student may not be able to pronounce some word

· Teacher can help them with that vocabulary.
