	Aims:

Expose students to the sound of various consonant and vowel by standing-up-activity while listen to the song.(Listening)

Give students opportunity to pronounce diverse pronunciation and practice basic greeting sentences through changing-lyric-activity(Speaking)

Listening: Teacher providing names, Other students’ reading, Two English songs, Other student’s singing
Speaking: Repeating other students’ reading, Following an English song, Creating own song
