-To be able to give a pause in proper points during conversation and reading a book out loud by predicting the points and checking it with group discussing and CD.

-To practice listening to a prolonged sound of ‘t’ and ‘d’ by filling in blanks.
-To practice speaking in two ways 

1) by shadowing the CD player focused on pauses and prolonged sounds of ‘t’ and ‘d’.

2) by role playing with group members based on their own script.

	Language Skills
Listening: A narration and conversation among main characters in script
Speaking: Shadowing, practicing, prolonged sounds, discussing within groups, and role playing
Reading: scripts about cowardly lion in OZ
Writing: filling in blanks and writing their own script.

	Language Systems
Phonology: pausing pointing sentences, prolonged sounds of ‘t’, ‘d’.
