Eliciting and Prediction
(Showing students a picture to elicit the topic)

T: I want you to take a look at this picture. Where was it 

taken and what is happening in the picture? (Let the 

Ss answer)
Today, we’re going to talk about the “Things that are happening today” (write the topic on the board while talking) For example, in this picture, we can see (write under the topic, while talking) “She is standing in front of the camera.”
We will learn present continuous (encircle the 

words “is standing”) and prepositions.(encircle the words “in front of”)

*Proceed to the next activity*

	Procedure:
Present Continuous Tense.

T: Let’s start with Present Continuous. (Stick the chart on the board)

We use present continuous tense when we tell something that is happening now. In this chart you can see the pattern to make a present continuous sentence.
Listen and repeat the chart.
In affirmative sentences, we use the pattern: subject + be verb + verb in –ing form. 
For example, (read the samples on the chart)

To make negative sentences, we simply add the word “not” after the BE-verb. 
For example, (read the samples on the board)

Remember that we use BE-verb “am” only when your subject is the word I : we use Be-verb “is” when your subject is only one or singular; and we use BE-verb “are” when your subject is more than one or plural.
CCQ:

When do we use BE-verb “am”? ( subject I )

When do we use BE-verb “is”? ( singular subjects )

When do we use BE-verb “are”? ( plural subjects )
Now, aside of the pattern, you should also be careful with the spelling rules.(point the spelling chart with the stick)

•For most of the verbs, we just add –ing, like: reading, studying and watching. 
•For verbs that end with –e, we delete the letter –e and add –ing.

•And for verbs that end with a consonant, we double the last letter and add –ing.

CCQ: 
What’s the continuous form of eat? ( EATING )

What’s the continuous form of ride? ( RIDING )

<call someone to spell aloud>

T: Now, I want you to make an example one by one by discussing what is happening now inside or outside our classroom with a pair. Make at least 3 sentences each and include Present Continuous. (Group the students in pair and be a partner to a student who doesn’t have one) 
(For example, what are you doing now? / I am studying English Grammar. Or I am replying your question.)

(Pattern practice)

I’ll ask some questions please try to answer.

(For example, 

T: What are you doing? ( watch TV)

S: I am watching TV.

T: What are you doing? (read books)

S: I am reading books.)

(watch TV, read books, ride a bike, climb a mountain, wash the dishes) 

(Distribute the Worksheet)
T: Now, for practice, I want you to answer an activity I prepared. You’ll have 5mins to answer. 
(Set a 5mins timer)

*Correct errors directly by observing around during 5 minutes. Check some activities together and some personally.
T: Time’s up! Was it difficult or easy?

Please remember what we studied today, it’s only the basics of Present Continuous Tense. Next time, I will teach you in detail.

	Procedure:

Prepositions
T: Now, let’s move on to our next lesson for today.
(remove the PC tense chart and stick the preposition chart on the board)

Remember our main sentence for today? The words “in front of” is a preposition. (use the stick and chart for better explanations) in, on, under, next to, between, behind an in front of. 

(Listen, repeat and bring the material.)
 A preposition is a word that precedes a noun or a pronoun to show its relationship to another word in the sentence. We use these words to help tell positions.
We also use prepositions when we express time. For example, (read what’s written on the chart) 

CCQ
What preposition do we use if the object is here?
   <act the position for the word ON, etc>

T: Again, for practice, I want you to answer another worksheet. 

(distribute the worksheet) 
I’ll give you 5 minutes to answer. Please read the instructions well before answering. On activity A, you will need to draw pictures. If you can’t draw well, it’s okay to use words instead. For example. (use the white board to draw the example)

CCQ:

Again, how much time do you have to answer? (5minutes) 
Within 5 minutes T should go around for error corrections.

T: Time’s up! I already checked your answers on activities B, C and D while you are working. Now, let’s answer activity A. Please draw your answer on the board. 
T: Thank you for participating. Now, please go back to your seats.
