T elicits answers from students. Very good everyone. We use this tense when we want to talk about a long action in the past.
CCQ: Were they cleaning for 2 mins? No

Were they eating for a long time? Yes

Because these actions take a long time, they can be interrupted by shorter actions. In this case we use the simple past. We learned the simple past before so let’s do a quick review. We use this tense to talk about something that happened in the past. We add “d” or “ed” to the base form of the verb.

Love ( Loved
Play ( Played
Now let’s combine these two tenses. Remember: simple past is used for shorter actions and past progressive is used 

for longer actions. 

T draws a substitution table.
I      was      watching TV        when     my friend   called me

Excellent everyone. Now that we know that when longer actions are interrupted by shorter actions we use the simple past and the past progressive. The problem is what 
tense should we use if we want to talk about two long actions that took place at the same time? 

In this case, we use the past progressive+ while. Let me give you some examples. T does Simple Variation Drill.

-I was reading a book while my parents were watching TV.
- You ______________________ while your uncle ____________.

CCQ: Do we use the simple past to talk about two long actions that happened in the past? No
Do we use when to tell about two long actions? No we use while.

So if you think that you still confuse between when and while, I will give you a hint.

When is married to simple past because they both like short actions.

Whiiiiiiile is married to past progressive because they both like long actions.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-Some of the students may still confuse when to use the past progressive and the simple past. T gives more examples.


-Ss may confuse the usage of “when” and “while”. T says when is married to simple past because it is short tempered and while is married to the past progressive (whiiiille).


-If time is short, reduce the number of students sharing their opinions.


-If students finish earlier than expected, T asks more questions to check their understanding.
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
