	Materials:

- Vocabulary cards.

	Aims:

- Students practice expressing their opinion by presenting about the topic in the vocabulary card.

	Language Skills:

Speaking:      Express their opinion to others.
Listening:
Listen to other students’ opinions.
Reading:
Partners opinion on the note in the post-task.
Writing:
Organize the partner’s opinion on the note.

	Language Systems:

Phonology:
The target languages on the vocabulary cards. / The expression in debating: Positive, Negative, etc.
Lexis:

Same as “Phonology”
Grammar:     Use the sentence form in debating.
Discourse:
Positive and negative opinions about the real-world topic.
Functions:
Debating, Selecting, Speaking, Expressing opinion, Defensing, Sharing ideas, Reminding the experiences about the topic, Comparing opinions.

	Assumptions:

- Students know the vocabulary on the card (If not, they search the dictionary).
- Some students are positive about the topic, some are negative.
- Students have the past experience about the topic.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- A few students don’t speak. → Encourage them to speak. Teacher gives them a hint of the topic.
- Students might not be able to think about the opposite opinion against the partner. → Teacher elicits them to think about the topic.

	Pre Task

	Title:

Talk about the vocabularies.
	Aims:

To prepare for the target languages, students will talk about them.
	Materials: 

- Vocabulary cards.

	Time
	Set Up

	6 mins
	Whole class

	- One of students gets one vocabulary card and explains what it is without saying this word.
- Other students guess what this word is.
- Take turns in explaining the target languages for the main activity.
	- Play warm-up game.


	Notes:

- Activate the mood of the class room by playing warm-up game.
- Students don’t know about the vocabularies → Teacher elicit students to give the answer by questioning.


	Task Preparation

	Title:

What do you think about “Money”?
	Aims:

To prepare the main task, give the instructions and demonstrate (The example topic, “Money”).
	Materials:

	Whole class

	- Listen to instruction carefully.

- Demonstrating: Talk about opinions about “Money” to the teacher in the positive way and negative way.
	- Give instruction.

- Concept checking by demonstrating.

- Write “Money” on the board or show students the real money.

	Notes:
- Encourage students talk and think about the topic.


	Task Realization

	Title:

Debate about the topic.
	Aims:

To practice speaking their opinion, students debate as a pair about the topic on the vocabulary card.
	Materials: 

- Vocabulary cards.

	Time
	Set Up
	Students

	30 mins
	Pairs

	- Seat as a pair (If one student left, then one group seats as a triple with him/her).
- Everyone picks one of the vocabulary cards.
- Choose positive way or negative way to speak about the topic on the card.
- Express the opinion to partner about each topic in their way they have chosen (Positive/Negative).
- After one student of a pair finishes speaking opinion, partner will talk about his opinion in opposite side.

(If he speaks the topic in a positive way, partner will give his opinion in negative way.)
- While the partner speaks, the other student writes down what the partner says on the note (For the post-task step).
- Take turns this activity as a pair.
	- Prepare the vocabulary cards.
- Make students talk about their opinions.
- Check students and write notes.

	Notes:

- Plan B: In case of there are no materials prepared, teacher could write some vocabularies on the board and keep going on the class.
- One student struggles with the topic he has chosen. → Teacher gives a hint and draw him out to speak.
