	Language Systems:

· Phonology: pronunciation of different movie types (action, drama, comedy, romantic comedy, horror, fantasy, adventure,                                                              
science fiction (sci-fi), disaster)
· Lexis: see Phonology.
· Discourse: discussion between the students during interview
· Functions: inquiring, responding, giving information
· Grammar: simple present tense (likes / dislikes)

	Assumptions:

· Students have experienced simple present tense.
· Students may know or may not know how to interview.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not understand the words in the synopses.
· Encourage students to use dictionary or ask the partner or the teacher for help.
