-Animal Farm Passage handouts

	Aims:

-To practice on a reading skill by studying a passage provided.
-To understand the allegorical meaning of the story.

-To be familiar with the important historic issue that is still going on in the real world. 

	Language Skills:

Reading: Reading “Animal Farm Passage” handouts.
Speaking: Group discussions, answering to the teacher.
Listening: Teacher’s lesson, teacher’s summary reading, group discussions.

	Language Systems:

Phonology: Pronunciations of the new words (especially: allegory, irony)
Lexis: satire, allegory, irony, fable
Discourse: Discussions between students
Functions: Requesting and questioning

	Assumptions:

-Students may find difficulty understanding the allegorical passages which the author intended to express the reality in a different way. 

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Students may find difficulty pronouncing and understanding new vocabulary - > repeat the pronunciation aloud and try to elicit the word until the students understand.

	Title: Introduction to “Animal Farm”

	Aims:

To introduce the idea of what we are going to learn today.
	Materials:

	-Greet the teacher.
-Guiding questions:

“What are the qualities of a good leader?”
“What are the reasons why the government might be overthrown?”
“What do you think of communism?”
“Can anyone think of the historic events that happened due to communism or socialism?”

	-Greet the class.
-Ask questions to elicit: leader, government, communism, socialism, society.

-Communism that the students are familiar of: North Korea, Kim Jong Eun.


	Task Preparation

	Title: Studying new vocabulary that represents a novel “Animal Farm”.
	Aims:

To study new vocabulary which the author of the novel “Animal Farm” used to express the real meaning behind the story.

	Whole Class

	-Students listen to the pronunciations of each word and think of the definitions. Read out the vocabulary followed by the teacher.
	-Write down “satire, allegory, irony, fable” on the board.

-Read each word aloud so that the students know the pronunciations.

-Try to elicit words satire, allegory, irony, and fable by asking questions and eventually let the students find out the definitions.
-Read out the vocabulary again.

-Students might find the vocabulary unfamiliar. Try to explain the words by giving out examples that they could relate to.

-In groups
	-Students listen to the teacher telling them the summary of the novel.
-Students are to discuss on what the story is about in groups.

-Students read the passage thinking of the vocabulary that we learned today.

-Questions: 
“What is the situation in this passage?”
“Knowing the story of the whole book, what do you think is happening now?”
“Do you think that the animals’ rebellion was successful?”
“What similar event in reality can you think of reading this passage?” 

“Why do you think that the author wrote this book allegorically?” etc.
-Students discuss in groups.

-One group presents their thoughts.
	-Tell the students the summary of the novel “Animal Farm”
-Get the students to discuss what the story is about in groups.

-Monitor discreetly.

-Distribute the handouts which have the passage from Chapter 10 of Animal Farm book and give the students time to read the passage.
-Ask questions to see if the students understood the passage.

-Try to elicit the main idea that the author tried to express in his writing.
-Get the students to discuss about the communism that they know about (for example: North Korea) and to differentiate between democracy and communism in groups.
-Monitor discreetly.

-Get one of the groups to come up front and get them to talk about the things that they discussed.

Animal Farm Passage

“Years passed. The seasons came and went, the short animal lives fled by. A time came when there was no one who remembered the old days before the Rebellion, except Clover, Benjamin, Moses the raven, and a number of the pigs. Muriel was dead, Bluebell, Jessie and Pincher were dead.  Jones too was dead – he had died in an inebriates’ home in another part of the county. Snowball was forgotten. Boxer was forgotten, except by the few who had known him. Clover was an old stout mare now, stiff in the joints and with a tendency to rheumy eyes. She was two years past the retiring age, but in fact no animal had every actually retired. The talk of setting aside a corner of the pasture for superannuated animals had long since been dropped. Napoleon was now a mature boar of twenty-four stone. Squealer was so fat that he could with difficulty see out of his eyes. Only old Benjamin was much the same as ever, except for being a little greyer about the muzzle, and, since Boxer’s death, more morose and taciturn than ever. There were many more creatures on the farm now, though the increase was not so great as had been expected in earlier years. Many animals had been born to whom the Rebellion was only a dim tradition, passed on by word of mouth, and others had been bought who had never heard mention of such a thing before their arrival. The farm possessed three horses now besides Clover. They were fine upstanding beasts, willing workers and good comrades, but very stupid. None of them proved able to learn the alphabet beyond the letter B. They accepted everything that they were told about the Rebellion and the principles of Animalism, especially from Clover, for whom they had an almost filial respect; but it was doubtful whether they understood very much of it. The farm was more prosperous now, and better organized; it had even been enlarged by two fields which had been bought from Mr. Pilkington. The windmill had been successfully completed at last, and the farm possessed a threshing machine and a hay elevator of its own, and various new buildings had been added to it. Whymper had bought himself a dogcart. The windmill, however, had not after all been used for generating electrical power. It was used for milling corn, and brought in a handsome money profit” (A passage from chapter 10).
