	Aims:

- Students practice reading the story by creating and extending the story by themselves.
- Students understand the different kind of genre. They guess the genre of the story by listening.
- Students learn the different views of the story by dividing into the different kind of genre.

	Language Skills:

Speaking:      Tell about the extended story.
Listening:
Listen to the stories in different genre from each pairs.
Reading:
Read the story with fully comprehension and extend the story.
Writing:
Write the extending story.

	Language Systems:

Phonology:
Genre: Horror, Romance, Comedy, Fantasy, Thriller, etc. / Story (Handout): Drifter, Wanderlust and Quaint-looking.
Lexis:

Same as “Phonology”
Grammar:     Grammar in the story script (Handout).
Discourse:
Extended stories in different genre from one story.
Functions:

	Title:

	Aims:

To learn the different genres, students guess the genre of story.

- Give the answer to teacher.
	- Reading different types of short stories (Horror, Action, Romance, etc.).

- Students don’t know about the genre of story. → Teacher elicit students to give the answer by questioning.

- Write down 3 key points of the story.

- Tell 3 key points to the others and teacher.
	- Prepare for the main task.
- Hand out the story script.

- Ask students to read and tell the key points of the story (Checking their comprehension).

- Teacher helps students understand the story. → Explain some difficult words and read together with students.

	Title:

Create the genre of story.
	Aims:

To improve reading skills, students extend the story into the specific genre.

Story (Handout)
    I’ve never been a committed person in my too-long existence. I’m more of a drifter, cruising from on town to the other, assuming a new identity with each new address. Most people would find my lifestyle exhausting, but for me it was fun, interesting and convenient.
