	Aims:

· Students will be able to identify the 5W’s and 1H by reading a newspaper article.
· Students will be discussing the article as a group through making a 5W’s and 1H poster.

· Students will be sharing the article with others by presenting the poster.

	Language Skills:

· Reading: newspaper article
· Writing: 5W’s and 1H chart
· Listening: discussing the article
· Speaking: presentation of the poster

	Language Systems:

· Phonology: septuplets, sleepwalk, unconscious, courage, miracle
· Lexis: 5W’s and 1H (who, when, where, what, why, and how) and words on Phonology
· Discourse:  discussion between students while working on the worksheet
· Functions: inquiring, responding, agreeing, disagreeing, hypothesizing, giving information
· Grammar: past tense when presenting the article

	Assumptions:

· Students have experienced past tense.
· Students may or may not know what 5W’s and 1H is.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not understand some words in the article.
· Encourage students to use dictionary or ask the partner or the teacher for help.
