· To practice using the correct irregular verbs in  our daily lives
· To know how to match the regular and irregular verbs

	Language Skills:

Listening: Questioning by other students / Irregular verb song
Reading: Regular and Irregular verb list
Writing: Irregular verbs

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

	Title:

What did you do yesterday?
	Aims:

 To become familiar with the irregular verbs that are used in our daily lives
	Materials: 

· White board  /  Board marker, 
Irregular Verb Chart  /  Ball

	2 groups
5 groups

	· Students will stand in two lines facing each other. One student will pass the ball to the opposite side and ask anyone what he/she did on the weekend. The receiver answers the questions. Points will be given points if they use irregular verb in their answers but will not be informed how they get the points. 

· Have students come up and have them fill out the irregular verbs by looking at the original verbs

(The group which takes the shortest time to fill out 5 irregular verbs wins)



	· Give instructions to ask questions to someone in the opposite side about what they did on the weekend.





· Give instructions to come up and fill out the irregular verbs (Everybody has to write one each).



	Notes:

Make sure students get the idea of how they can get points. 
Give candy to the winning team (The team which takes the shortest time to fill out 5 irregular verbs on the board)

	Title:

Only You and no one else!
	Aims:

 To get used to remembering the pairs of the regular and irregular verbs
	Materials: 

· Regular and Irregular verbs  Chart (Without the irregular verbs covered)

	Whole Class

	· Everyone will stand up. One student starts off by saying a regular verb and its irregular verb and then sits down. As soon as the group hears the first pair, anybody else says another regular and its irregular verb. If two students shout out at the same time, they are both out. They should look around and make sure when they shout out the verb and the irregular verb, no one else shouts at the same time. The last person who remains at the end wins.

	· Monitor whether the students are pairing the verb with the correct irregular verb

	Notes:

Make sure there are more than 18 pairs of regular and irregular verbs on the chart.

	Aims:  To practice getting used to the irregular verbs

	-   Students will first learn the tune of the song which will be applied to sing the irregular verb song. 
-  Students will apply the tune they have just learned and put in the irregular verbs in the song. 

(They will sing the song several times and do a song relay)
	· Play the music slowly and repeatedly so students can easily memorize the tune

· Make sure everyone is singing 
(Have each group sing a part of the song and the best singing group gets candies)
