	Language Systems:

· Grammar: Focus on how to use ‘used to’
· Phonology:  childhood, sibling, annoy, previous
· Lexis: See phonology
· Discourse:  discussion between students while working on the worksheet
· Functions: inquiring, responding, agreeing, disagreeing, giving information

	Assumptions:

· Students may have learned when to use ‘used to’
· Students may or may not know how to interview others.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not understand some words in the worksheet
· Encourage students to use dictionary or ask the partner or the teacher for help.
