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My English learning experience

 I had started learning English since I was in high school. Learning English is still going on and it seems endless. 10 years ago, to learn English in better environment, I had been to Malaysia where my cousin and aunt had been lived. I attended ESL class which many students from different countries studied English together. The experience and the environment had affected my English skill a lot because now the experience is the fundamental of my English. I could say the environments that I had experienced was very successful for learning second language which was English. 
 Classmates with variable nationalities had given very powerful motivation on learning English. It forced me to speak in English all the time in the class. To get to know each other, English was the only tool we could use and communicate. The environment gave not only enhancement in English skills but also good understanding of other cultures. Getting relationship with other classmates eventually gave interest in attending all the classes and made felt like going to class everyday to meet and talk to the friends. Even more, all the teachers were from Malaysia who did not speak Korean at all. I needed to ask questions in English only. This English speaking environment helped a lot all the students to practice English naturally and every day. This environment proved that the style of teacher or class room would not that big issue for teaching or learning English. Next time, if I become a English teacher, I will try my best to create the environment where all students only speak in English in my class. Besides that, the TESOL class that I am currently attending at is very helpful to learn English as student must speak in English. 
 Another learning experience which was very effective on improving English was listening to pop songs with reading and understanding songs' lyrics. This method was also learnt at ESL class in Malaysia. At that time, pop song was really famous among young people and I loved English pop songs so it immediately captured my interest. This teaching method was really effective as I still remember the lyrics and sometimes I even hum the song even though it has been more than 10 years since I had learnt it. This improved my English listening skill. Just listening to music without lyrics, most non English speaker students would miss some words and not understand what singers singing about. However, if once students know the lyrics clearly, they could understand the meaning and word. 
 Learning English should be fun and establishing relationship between classmates to create motivation. This is because most people think studying is always difficult and boring. From my experience, fun and interest would change the environment of leaning second language more efficiently and effectively. Learning English seems endless in my life therefore, I would seek more valuable methods of learning and teaching continuously.
