* Students will be able to learn vocabulary and expression for hoping the future
+ Students will be able to recognize the future tense by practicing this song
+ Students will be better able to watch the movie “Annie” at home and understand it without the Korean subtitle.
+ Students will be able to recognize the connected speech

	Language SYSTEMS:
· Lexis : idioms used in this song
· Structure(grammar): future tense

· Pronunciation: repeating




	Materials: 
· Idioms Worksheet (10 copies)

· Youtube video “Tomorrow” by Annie : the actual clip from the movie.

· White board, board markers and board eraser

· A picture of Annie


	Assumptions:
· Students already know how the class is set up and run. ( there will be 5 students in a group)
· Students already know how the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· All students are under 15 years old.
· Most students are interested in Musical.
· Most students have not seen the movie “Annie”
· Most students already understand the situation in an orphanage.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
→Teacher can repeat the song slowly again to make them pick up details.

· Students may need more time to work on the idioms.

→Teacher can continue to work on the idioms after main activity.

	Procedure:  (including CCQ’s for required prior knowledge and what will be elicited to further the lesson aims.)
Hello, everyone. 

What is the meaning of the word “Tomorrow”?

What will you do tomorrow?  
What are you planning for tomorrow?
What do people normally expect for tomorrow?
OK, today, we are going to learn the song “Tomorrow” which is on one of most popular musical movie, “Annie”.


	Pre-Activity  (Presenting stage in a pure PPP lesson) 

	Special Materials:  (optional) a picture of Annie

	Time:

	Grouping:

	Procedure:  (including ICQ’S and CCQs if there are task-based projects.  They are steps in the procedure.  CCQ’s to be included_
Talk about an orphanage.

Introduce the character, “Annie”, who was an orphan and sang this song for a hope for tomorrow which is future. 

Imagine and talk about it together how the life is in the orphanage.
Show the picture of Annie and ask the questions about her.

“What does she look like?” (She has red hair, She is short…)

“How old do you think she is?”
“Does Annie look Sad or Happy in the picture?” and predict Annie’s personality together.

	Procedure: 
1. Idioms

Listen to the song, and circle the words that you hear on the worksheet.(Distribute the worksheet)

Check the words together and talk about the meaning using the board.

 CCQ

What did you write in the empty box?

How many words did you circle?

· Go through the idioms one by one

· Elicit the meaning form students

· Explain the meaning if necessary

2. Connected Speech

Talk about connected speech and re-write the words connected as it was scored.

· Using the board, check the answers.

3. Listen and watch the video from Youtube. 
· Have Ss listen to the song all the way through one time without stopping

· Play the song a second time, stopping the song and asking the Ss what was said.

· Play the song two more times.

Ss sing along with the song both times. 
CCQ

Do you think this song is hopeful or hopeless?
When do you think this girl sang this song?


	Post-Activity   
· Ask the students the meaning of vocabulary from the song.
· Using the karaoke version of “Annie”(on Youtube), sing together
