Listening : Students will listen to the song multiple times.
Speaking : Students will sing the song together.
Writing : Students will write down some essential vocabulary and phrases.



	Language SYSTEMS:
Grammar : students will study the use of the present and past tense.
Lexis : repetitive vocabulary and phrases will help students understand the song.
Pronunciation : students will focus on correct pronunciation while listening and singing.

A teacher can start teaching the song with each sentence (Bottom Up).
