	Procedure: (may ICQ’S and CCQs)
(Video turn on)
*Recall & reflect:
-What are they doing in this video? They are making food, a cake for each other. How are they interacting? Helping each other and  asking each other, right?! 
-Here, Ella is doing the leading role in this video. What about her mom? Was she in the cooking program before? No… She was invited by her daughter this time. Miguel seemed to like doing performance. So Ella looks like permitted him. Cause him to do the entrance performance by playing his hand horn. 

-So today, we are learning about Causative verbs and their sentence patterns. Also to learn when to use proper causative verbs in sentences. 
(On Board, “Causative Verbs”)
 -((let, have, make, help) + Base verb    

get + to    help + (to)
-These are causative verbs. 
-Because they cause something else to happen.
*Sentence Form: Here is the one of the 7 official sentence patterns, which is,
(  S  +  V  +  O  +  C
-From here, the relationship between Object (O) and Complement (C) is in modifying & describing relationship. And for the C, it’s for the word or phrase, usually a noun, pronoun, or adjective that comes after a direct object.

-For example, She let her son play all day. -( He plays. 
-The object, her son is like an agent to do something. 
-Let’s exercise this sentence pattern from the video together.

(Her brother Miguel let his mom kiss him.

(Ella made Miguel melt 2 sticks of butter. 
(Ella let her mom speak about the recipe.
(Ella got mother to mix with a whisk. (or made)
(Mom helped to guide Ella.
-And what about using Past Participle for Passive meaning of the object, 
(Ella had her cooking program started grandly (by her brother).
-O.K. Then let’s think about the degree of causative verbs.

(let : permit/allow someone to do something. 

(have: ask/responsibility/request …….to do something.
 *also it is used for being a victim: I had my wallet stolen.
(make: require/must  someone to do something.
(got… to: explain/encourage/persuade  someone to do something.
(help…(to): assist  someone to do something.
