CCQ

Elicit

Instruction
-party: a gathering of people who have been invited by a host for the purposes of socializing, conversation, recreation, as part of a festival or other commemoration of a special occasion .A party will typically feature food and beverages, and often music and dancing or other forms of entertainment.
-feast: an annual religious celebration, a day dedicated to a particular saint.
-banquet:  a large meal or feast complete with main courses and desserts. It usually serves  a purpose in honor of someone.
-meeting: two or more people come together as an assembly for a common purpose.
