Presenting
Does anybody know what do we call this grammar rule?
(T elicits the answer from Ss)

Yes, This is the ‘relative clause.
In this sentence, ‘who is running there?” is a relative clause.
Don’t lose today’s lesson, we used ‘who’ in order to make two sentences into one sentence . The subject is a person.
Let’s look.
(T writes  down a sentence.)

-“I like the girl who gave me this book.”

(T writes down two sentences.)
1)” The man whose car was stolen is my cousin.”
2 )”She is a famous lawyer whom you ought to consult.”

(T elicits the answer from Ss)
All right. Let’s try them.
