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When I was a high school student in Korea, my parents decided to send me abroad to study. The simple reason for this decision was that my parents doubted me entering a well-known university with my terrible English score. Since young, I have never had an excellent linguistic skill and English was such a burden for me as it was a very important requirement from a university in Korea. 
In England, I learned how to communicate in English but learning English was not one of my fascinating experiences. I still memorized English words and prepared for an English test to satisfy the pre-requisite from universities as I had done it in Korea. Fortunately, I entered a well-known university but until then I treated English as one of boring academic courses. 

At university, I joined a program called Student Associate Scheme (“SAS”) that provided university students in higher education with the opportunity to explore teaching as a career by visiting an English secondary school. I deeply considered staying in England to be a Maths teacher but I had to come back to Korea.

In any form, I would like to keep teaching and could find enjoyment by sharing my knowledge with others. And if I may have a chance to teach English to Koreans, I would like to given them an impression that English is no longer a boring academic course but one of interesting languages we would enjoy learning.
