	ANTICIPATED GRAMMATICAL ERRORS AND SOLUTIONS

	- Ss may not be able to use the correct form of subject and verb agreement. To solve it, T presents the diverse substitution tables and makes Ss practise based on audio script. (e.g. She run... -> She runs...)
