Plan B
Task-preparation and Task-realization
- Ask for 2 volunteers to read the script among the students
- or Teacher picks two good readers in the class
- The two readers read out each role of the conversation
- Talk about what Ss heard/ caught/ think/ know from the listening with T&Ss
- Teacher’s turn. Teacher reads out the script
- Teacher reads a sentence at a time and students dictate while listening a sentence
- Read 2-3 times if the sentence is too long or complicating to understand at once
- Explain grammar and vocabulary in the sentence
same as the Plan A from here until the class finishes
Cut Off plan
- If it takes too long in dictation part in Task-realization, T should play and review for some important part and point out or read only one time
- For ordering the scrambled lines in Post-task, do not put missing sentence, but just let them order by listening script
