	MATERIALS

	- A piece of church bulletin (realia for short role-playing)
-  A picture of a time-machine car with the face of Michael J. Fox as a indicator for timeline (for fun^^)
-  A presentation PPT file (this is the corner stone of this lesson)
- Worksheet No.1 (13 copies) 
- white-board / Marker 

	AIMS 1.
	Students will be learning how to use ‘I wish’ clause to express regrets through substitution table.

	2.
	Students will be studying the concept of tense, especially ‘now’ and ‘past’ using timeline. 

	3.
	Students will be practicing applying the usage of ‘I wish’ clause into their own life by working on the W.S. that inquires Ss come up with their imaginary regrets when they are old.                                

	LANGUAGE SKILLS

	Reading
	Ss will read all contents on the presentation file T shows, like substitutions table, sayings, and a short sample story on the worksheet to elicit their own words. 

	Writing
	Ss will be asked to write down their own imaginary regrets when they are old on the worksheet. 

	Listening
	Ss will listen to T’s introduction about the main topic of the lesson in pre-task section, and listen to the explanation the concept of the tense in task-prep. Ss also will listen to others’ announcement when they report their worksheet. Additionally, Ss will listen to the song, ‘ I wish I had her life.’ 

	Speaking
	Ss will be asked to read out loud the contents in substitutions tables, and they will speak with one another in a group when they discuss Mrs. Freedman’s regrets. Also, some Ss will get a chance to recite the answers to the questions on the worksheet. 

	LANGUAGE SYSTEMS

	Phonology
	The contraction form (I’d, weren’t, hadn’t), T will lead Ss to right pronunciation while working on the substitutions table. 

	Lexis
	Thermometer, parachute, daisy (they appear on the worksheet, and T might teach these words to those who ask individually.) 

	Grammar
	The usage of Subjunctive ‘I wish’ clause 

	Discourse
	I wish + simple past / I wish + past perfect 

	Functions
	 Instructions are to give information about appropriate process in the lesson. 

	ASSUMPTIONS

	- Grammar lesson is sort of boring for some Ss, so T should try to grab their attention using various visual aids that interest Ss. 
- Ss might know conditional structure which is related to ‘I wish’ clause 

	ANTICIPATED GRAMMATICAL ERRORS AND SOLUTIONS

	  Ss will be confused using ‘were’ as a past form of be-verb  for 1st person singular and 3rd person singular. 
- T should keep repeating and emphasizing it while working on substitutions table.

	NOTES

	· Plan B : T  additionally prepares the comparison contents between when to use verb ‘hope’ and ‘wish’ that Ss can differentiate not easily. 
· Cut-off : T quickly lets Ss know the rest part of the lesson, and ask Ss do it as homework. For example, if the class is finished during working on worksheet, T asks Ss to do it at home and prepare reciting their answers in a group next class, T should mention Ss that T will spend certain time to check their preparation. 
· SOS activity 1 : T shows some sayings about ‘regret’ through the PT file (at the end of the PT file, there are some sayings put) and eliciting Ss’ thought about them. 
· SOS activity 2 : T plays the short video clip of the scene Mc. Fly performs in the movie, Back to the Future for fun and discuss about the flow of movie with whole class.

	To get Ss know the main idea that the lesson will go through.

- A piece of church bulletin in Chinese (realia)

	7 Min.
	Whole class
	Ss will watch short acting of some scene performed by T. and the scene looks like below, 
(T pretends all of the actions) 
‘T on the phone and to talks to somebody. T suddenly notices that English service in the church is cancelled; T is made to go Chinese service instead. (in the church) T enters the door and gets the bulletin which is written in Chinese. T doesn’t understand Chinese although T really wants to get involved the service. T even recalls his college life in China in the past, but T still can’t do anything with Chinese bulletin. T finally felt so frustrated. ‘
Ss will be listening to the introduction delivered by T, which is, 
“In life, as much as we try, we don’t always do the right thing, sometimes we do something and afterwards we wish we hadn’t done it, sometime we don’t do something and afterwards we wish we had done it.” 

“How do we call this kind of situation or feeling?” 

“today, what we basically going to talk about is ‘regret’ and how to express your regrets about something you are not satisfied with”

	WHEN WOULD I FIX THE REGRETS? 

	AIMS
	MATERIALS

	To help Ss pre-learn the concept of timeline so that 
they could fathom the ‘wish’ clause better in terms of the tense. 
	-  A picture of a time-machine car with the face of Michael J. Fox as a indicator for timeline
- Whiteboard/Marker 

	TIME
	SET UP

	11 Min.
	Whole class
	Ss will be taught the idea of timeline first, which might help them to be clear about the tenses. 
Here’s what Ss see, 

T draws the timeline on the board, and indicate ‘now’ and ‘past’ (no need to mention ‘future’ in this lesson)
T starts explaining why we put past tense in that clause which follows ‘I wish’ clause when we express regret a current situation. 
T describes like below, 
“now you regret a current situation or feelings. In order to fix this into what makes you satisfied, you need to go back when it doesn’t happen yet. So get on the time-machine and back to the past to get them fixed! (T use the indicator pic. to describe in fun way) “
For instance, now you are short, you want to be tall. To fix this you need to go back to the past. (indicator is moving) So now you could say ‘ I wish I were tall’ 

“In the same way, when you regret some past situation or feelings, you need to go back when it didn’t happen yet in order to fix that happening you didn’t like. So again, get on the time-machine and go back further” 
(use same motion as previous one) 

For instance, when you look back on your middle school  life, you were struggling with basketball class all the time, you even felt you are a looser. So you really wanted to play it well. To fix that, you need to go back to the time earlier than you felt you are looser. So now you could say, ‘I wish I had played a basketball well.’ 
(still use the same motion with the indicator)

- T can give Ss very brief about the movie called ‘Back to the Future’, which the Ss might not know according to their age.

	13 Min.
	Whole class 
	Ss will look through the main concept ‘regret’, by watching PT file again. 
(in PT file, from page 1 to 4) Ss will see it and listen to T ‘s annotation pertaining to what they see at the same time.
“Look at this guy, he looks very frustrated and depressed.

Maybe, about something he should do or shouldn’t do in the past… (file’s pages are keep flipping) 

Have you ever thought, ‘what if I am not who I am now?’, or ‘what if I didn’t do what I did do yesterday?’ 

What are these all about?.......it’s a regret! “ 

(in PT file, from page 5 to 10) Ss will be getting into practicing how to express regrets with ‘wish’ clause by working on substitutions table. 

“Regret….sometimes current situation or feelings are regretted, sometimes past situation or feelings are regretful. Let’s check out how we say in those 2 cases. “
(then, first substitutions table comes up) Ss will be practicing the way to express regret related to current situation by T pointing the words in the table. 

(and then, second substitutions table comes up) Ss will be 

Practicing the way to express regret relevant to past situation by T pointing the words in the table.

Ss will realize that ‘I wish’ clause is the exactly same as ‘If only’ clause. 

	Showing Ss PT file 
And working on each pages with Ss. 

Eliciting

In your group, please first discuss about Mrs. Freedman, like…’what did her life look like?’, ‘what does she regret about?”
“After that, please write down your own regrets in your past life based on the expression you learned today.” 

“After 7 Min., I will pick and ask one person of each group to recite what he/she wrote down on the worksheet. So please choose a person who tells us his/her story. “

	- For cast-lots, T prepares 4 sticks and one of them is shorter than others. Ss will see them in same length as T grab the bottom parts of them. The person who picks the shorter is the one who announce.  
- T is encouraged to show Ss some sayings that T prepares even if there are no time to do, just try it…so that Ss is taught some morals of the life other than English grammar.
