	Plan B: If the audio does not work, teacher sings the song with the hand doll
Cut-off plan: Skip doing the worksheet and give it as homework
SOS activity: “Motion Game”
· Divide the class into 2 groups and line them up in 2 straight lines. All students are turned around except for the first students in the two lines. 
· Teacher shows the two different cards (e.g. she/wash her face) to each students

· The first students act out the words in the cards without speaking to the next student followed by the next student
· The last students figure out the answers and speak in the correct form. (e.g. Does she wash her face?) 

· The first team to give the correct answer is the winner.

	-Listen to teacher’s instruction
(-Divide the class into 2 teams: FC Barcelona vs Real Madrid

 -Decide which team would attack first by scissors-paper-stone

 -Place the coin at the center of the football board

 -Student in the attacking team says a sentence using the auxiliary verb questions; e.g. Do you like football?

 -If the student said the correct sentence, move the coin one step closer to the opposite goal post
 -Student in the defending team says another sentence in the same form; e.g. Do you eat breakfast?

 -If the sentence is correct, move the coin one step back to the center

 -If the attacking team says a wrong sentence, move the coin one step closer to their goal post

 -The first team to reach the coin into the goal post wins)

-Listen to the teacher’s instruction

(-Rule 1: Do not use the same pronoun for more than 3 times. E.g. ‘Do you have a car?’
                  ‘Do you like a dog?’
                  ‘Do you watch movies?’
              Since ‘Do you..’ is used for 3 times, ban the students from using the pronoun ‘you’
 -Rule 2: Do not use the same verb.

 e.g. ‘Do you have a car?’ -> write ‘have’ on the whiteboard, and students are not allowed to use ‘have’
 -Rule 3: Students should speak within 3 counts. If fail to do so, attack chance goes to the other team
