	· Flash cards (including fruits and fruits’ names)
· Blank A4 size sheets (about 30)

· Crayons (3sets of crayons)

· Name tags (about 15) (The post-it is ok.)



	AIMS 
	1. What will students learn in class?
· Ss learn fruits name in English.

· Ss learn the pronunciation of the fruits’ names.

· Ss try to memorize the fruits’ name in English.

	
	2. What will students practice in class?
· Ss speak fruits aloud in English 

· Ss match fruits and their name correctly.
· Ss write the spellings of the fruits’ names.

	
	3. What will students improve on in class?
· Ss’ pronunciation improve through practice speaking.
· Ss’ improve their memorizations fruits’ name in English.
· Ss’ improve their writing skills through practicing to write the spellings of the fruits.


	LANGUAGE SKILLS

	Listening
	Listen to the teacher’s pronunciation of the key words, and instructions of the activities.

	Speaking
	Speak fruits’ names on the flashcards.

	Reading
	Read fruits’ names on the back of the flashcards.

	Writing
	Practice to write the spellings of the fruits’ name. Because Ss are beginners, just make them to write, no memorization of the spellings.

	LANGUAGE SYSTEMS

	Phonology
	Listen to the teacher’s pronunciation and instructions.

	Lexis
	Apple, Orange, Strawberry, Cherry, Grape, Pineapple, Lemon, Watermelon, Banana, Plum.

	Grammar
	None 

	Discourse
	Repeating aloud the words that teacher’s saying.

	Functions
	Speaking fruits’ names in English, and memorizing the pronunciations and spellings of them.

	ASSUMPTIONS

	· Ss already have their own English names.

· Ss already know alphabets although they are all beginners.
· Ss already know each other and feel familiar with the classroom and the teacher.

· Ss are active and enthusiastic to learn English.

	ANTICIPATED GRAMMATICAL ERRORS AND SOLUTIONS
· Ss may be confused the fruits name.

· A teacher can show the flashcards that contain fruit and its name constantly.  

· Ss may hard to write the spelling.

· Because students are beginners, a teacher can give them a worksheet that students can just practice to write such as drawing a picture. Don’t push them to memorize the spellings.
