Time: 15 mins

Set up: Whole class

Topic: Call My Bluff

Instruction: Write 3 statements about myself. (students) Two should be true and one should be false statement. Let take turns and read out their statements and other guess the false statement. 

Example:

Teacher says: I have 3 statements about myself. Two are true and one is false. And I would like you to guess the false statement. 

Statements:

1. When I was 16, I saw Princess Diana at a department store in London.
2. I went to Las Vegas more than 10 times.
3. I have a horse riding certificate. 
Teacher: What do you think is the false statement?

Students: Give opinions

Teacher: Write your 3 statements on the piece of paper (Give 2 mins to write)

Students: Take turns and present their statements and guess the false statement. (Take volunteers and check on time in case it runs over time.
