	ANTICIPATED GRAMMATICAL ERRORS AND SOLUTIONS

	Students may pronounce the words incorrectly 

     - Takes notes on words that students have mispronounced and go over those words during the short feedback session
Students may get stuck when telling the stories using only one word in front of other peers (warm-up activity)
   -  Encourage the students to come up with any words that first come up into their heads by telling them that words do not necessarily have to make senses
Students may mumble the sentences when telling the stories they have created (Main activity)
   - Do not force or push them to finish up the sentences and give them enough time by making them be relax
   - Give them opportunities to get helped from other members in the same group

- Exposition: It gives background information about characters, conflict, and setting
- Rising action: Complications arise that make the conflict more difficult for the main characters to resolve

- Climax: Turning point of the action (the conflict reaches the highest)
- Falling action and resolution: The conflict ends and loose ends are tied up
* Thinking five key main points about the “story,” create one full story about characters and event happening in the given cartoon. 

* Create one full story that has happened to you or someone around you. It can be the recent one or it can be the one that had happened in the past. I want you to keep in mind the five main things when you create a story: exposition, rising action, climax, falling action and resolution (500 words). 

Importance of Stories 
Storytelling is a crucial component to effective public speaking. It creates relevance for the audience, providing additional detail and mental visuals that bring to life otherwise dull, remote, or complex topics. Stories give speakers the opportunity to tell personal stories that relate to the audiences' experiences, thought processes, or values. Moreover, including stories in both interpersonal communication and public speaking helps your audience remember your statements or speech for later recall.

According to Chip and Dan Heath, authors of Made to Stick, recounting stories is the sixth and final way to make an idea stick. It is one of the most important things that public speakers can do to make their presentations memorable. This is perhaps due to storytelling's role as one of the few human traits that is truly universal regardless of age, gender, culture, and language.
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
