	Students will improve their knowledge of verbs and adverbs by going over the different tenses of the verbs and examples of the adverb that describes the verbs 

	2.
	Students are able to make sentences using the verbs and adverbs accordingly with less grammar mistakes when doing the “Play the Bag Game”

	3.
	Students are able to improve their speaking skills as well through sharing thoughts with other peers and presenting the works they have done in front of the class

	ASSUMPTIONS

	- Students have a slight knowledge of what noun, verbs, adverbs, and adjectives are
- Students can have a brief conversation in English
- Students make grammar mistakes often when writing and speaking

- Students can read short stories that are in easy level


	ANTICIPATED GRAMMATICAL ERRORS AND SOLUTIONS

	Students may have some grammar mistakes in having the incorrect forms of verb tenses that do not match the specific time which is the adverb
   - Error correction techniques: facial expression/ mouthing/ Reformulation/ Ask a question

	NOTES

	- One word story activity
    3 groups of 4 people will make a random story using only one word. For example, Student A says, “I”, and Student B says, “saw,” then Student C says, “John”. At last, student D says, “Yesterday,” and so on. They keep going until the teacher tells them to stop. 

- Brief review session
   Have the students to write down one question they still have about the lesson they have learned today on the paper and turn it in
Randomly pick 4 to 5 questions and go over them
