<Greeting>

 Hello, everyone!  How are you? 
<Eliciting and Prediction>

(elicit the topic)

(Holding a toy wolf)
See, this is a wolf. Repeat after me. W-o-l-f.
(The students repeat after the teacher.
The teacher corrects as necessary)

What do you know about the wolves?
(If the Ss do not answer, elicit Ss participation with following questions.)

Where do they live?
(Get Ss’ ideas and guesses.
Write down “The wolves live in the forest” on the board After getting

the correct answer.)
Can they fly?

(Get Ss’ answers.)

Do they eat broccoli?

(Get Ss’ answers.)

Do you like wolves?

(Get Ss’ answers.)

(Gesturing the toy animals)

Now, what is today’s topic? Can you guess?
(Anticipate at least one of the Ss to answer “animal”. If 
no one does, provide the answer directly)
Great! These are all animals. We are going to learn their names today.  (Put stress on the word “animals”)

We will also learn about the things they want to do.
Now, look at these animals. The whale is big. Which one is the whale? (Ss: That one) This one? (Ss: No, that one) Right. The whale is big. (T writes down the sentence) Repeat after me. Whale. (Ss: Whale) Whale. (Ss: Whale)

This time, find me the eagle. …… Eagle can fly! Which is the eagle? (Ss: The one)  Yes, the eagle can fly. (T writes down the sentence) Repeat after me. Eagle. (Ss: Eagle) Eagle. (Ss: Eagle)

Beavers build big dams.
(T draws a river and a dam blocking the water)

Can you guess which one is a beaver? (Ss: The one)

Right again. The Beaver builds dams. (T writes down the sentence) Repeat after me. Beaver. (Ss: Beaver) Beaver. (Ss: Beaver)

* Repeat this process with camel.

<CCQ>

Which animal can fly? (Ss: The eagle.)

Can a whale fly? (Ss: No, they can’t.)

Which animal is a builder? (Ss: The beaver is.)

<Instructions>

(Distributing the worksheets to the students) 

It’s time for the listening session.

Listen carefully and fill out the blanks.

(Write the instruction on the board)

Let’s do the first two blanks together. (Play the mp3 file.)

Which word goes into the first blank? (Ss: animals)

How about the second blank? (Ss: birds)

Ok, everyone got them.

From now on, you have to work alone. Do we talk to each other while listening? (Ss: No we don’t)

	Materials: Smartphone, MP3 file, Worksheet

	Procedure:

(Monitor actively at first to make sure everyone knows what to do. After that, the T should take a seat and monitor discreetly.)
Ok, did anyone miss any words? You got them all, right?
(Play the mp3 file again from the start if most students didn’t get all the words the first time.
If it’s just one or two students, just play the parts where the students missed) 

Let’s read the text now. Each student should read one sentence. Amy, you can start.

<CCQ>

Do farmers want the wolves back? (Ss: No)

Will the animals come back next year? (Ss: No)

Did the last wolf in Britain die a long time ago? (Ss: Yes)


	Main Activity 2

	Materials: Board and Markers, Toy animals, Pictures of places

	Procedure:
Now, let’s play a little game.

(Arrange the pictures on a table. Put all toy animals on the picture of the farm)

Look, the animals are at the farm. Does the farmer want the animals at his farm? (Ss: No, he doesn’t)

No, he wants the animals to go away.

(Write the sentence on the board)

Where should the wolf go? (Ss: To forest)

That’s right. So, the farmer wants the wolf to go to forest.

(Write down the sentence, then move the toy wolf to the picture of the forest.)

What about the beaver? Where should it go?
(Ss: To river)

Then, the farmer….? In full sentence.

(Ss: The farmer wants the beaver to go to river.)

(Move the toy beaver to the picture of the river)

The camel?

(Ss: The farmer wants the camel to go to desert)

(Move the toy camel to the picture of the desert)

Oh.. but the camel is the wolf’s friend. The wolf misses the camel very much. What does the wolf want? 

(Ss: The wolf wants the camel to go to forest)
(Move the toy camel to the picture of the forest)

* Repeat abovr procedure with the whale and the eagle.

<CCQ>
(Pointing at the sentence “The farmer wants the wolf to go to forest)

So, does the farmer want to keep the wolf at his farm?

Does the farmer want the eagle to go to forest?

Which animal does the farmer want to send to forest?

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


It is likely that some of the Ss may forget to use the Object after the verb “want”


( Correct the mistake.


Some students might have problem with plural form of the word “wolf”.


( Correct the mistake.


If time is short


( Do not give additional situations in Main Activity 2, such as “The camel is the wolf’s friend. The wolf misses the camel very much.”
