	Procedure:

 T begins by smiling and making eye contact with Ss, waiting until Ss are quiet and ready to begin or may use an attention-getting technique unless they focus on.
T: “Welcome to our class. How are you doing, today?
 Let’s get started. 
<Eliciting>

T: “Look at the picture. What do you see in the picture?”
Ss respond and T confirms or corrects. 
(Shopping bags)

T puts the visual aid in view where it will stay for the
 remainder of the lesson.
T: “Today, we will talk about the topic titled “Shopping

in Different Shops” first. We will learn about key 

expressions related to the topic as well.”

T writes the topic on the board. 
- Shopping in Different Shops
T and Ss briefly discuss the topic as a whole group. 

T asks questions about the topic.

T: “Where is your favorite shopping place?
(Hong-dae street)  
“Who do you usually go with when you go 

shopping?”
(Friends)
    “How often do you go shopping? 

( once a week /twice a month /two times a year)
T: “Let’s talk about more.”

	Procedure:
T hands over the worksheet to Ss.
Before we start the activity, let’s learn new vocabulary.

1. Vocabulary

Teacher writes down key expressions and errors on the board. 
-Look around
-Go window-shopping (○)/ go eye-shopping(X)
-Try on

Teacher explains the definition for each expression and gives an example of each expression.
T: “Look around” means… 

You can use this expression when the staff asks if there’s anything you are looking for in the shop, but you want to do some window-shopping. In that case you can say “ I am just looking around.”
<ICQ>

T: “Now you are going to match the words to the right stores with your partner in 2 minutes. 

Q1: So what are you supposed to do? 
Q2: How much time do you have? 
Q3: Are you working alone?

S: 
A1: We have to match the words to the right stores.
  A2: 2 minutes.

  A3: No, we are working with our partners.

Teacher writes down instructions to make sure Ss

 Understand clearly.

<Demonstration>
T: “Let’s have a look at the word “fruits” on your worksheet. 

Where can we buy fruits? ” (market) 

T: “Yes, you are right. Write down “fruits” into the box 
named “market”. Then let’s start! ”

(After 2 minutes)

T: “Time’s up. Was it difficult to write down? (Yes) Let’s check out together.”
<CCQ> 
T: “Where should we go to buy pills? 

(A pharmacy/a drug store)
“Who does manage the drug store?

(A pharmacist)
 “All right. We will do role-play now”

	Main Activity

	Materials: Worksheet (Cards for role-play)

	Procedure:

T introduces the main activity and distributes cards for Ss.
<ICQ>

T: “Now we are going do role-play to buy items. Four of you will be shopkeepers and others will become customers. You will have 15 minutes to do main activity.

 If you are a customer, please try to use the expression

 “I’d like to buy…. / I’d like to get…/Can I get… ?” during the activity. 
Q1: So what are you supposed to do? 

Q2: How many Ss will become customers?

Q3: How many times are you going to do activity
S: 
A1: We are going to buy items through the role-play
  A2: 4 people.
A3: 12 minutes.
T: “All right. Then let’s start! ”
(After 15 minutes)
T: “Time’s up. How was the activity?  (Good)
    Did you buy the all items in your list? (Yes) All alright. All 

of you did a good job.” 
<CCQ> 

T: “Where do we buy some bread?
 (in the bakery/in the cafe)
“How do we call person who has a small store?
(A shopkeeper)


	Post Activity

	Materials: Worksheet

	3minutes

	Set Up
S-S
Whole class


	Procedure:

T introduces the post activity and distributes the worksheet.

<ICQ>

T: “Now we are going to talk about our shopping experiences with partners for 3 minutes. 
Q1: So what are you supposed to do?
Q2: Do you work alone?
Q2: How much time do you have?

S: 
A1: We are going to talk about shopping experience.
  A2: No. We work with our partners.
  A2: 3minutes.
Teacher writes down instructions to make Ss understand 

clearly.

(After 3 minutes)

T checks the score of each team.

T: “OK. Time’s up. Did you find the all? (No)

How many words did you find, team A/team B/team C/teamD? So winner is team        .”
T gives feedback.
T: “I hope you enjoyed the topic and learned how to express your opinion about the topic from the class. 
All of you did a good job. Have a nice day.”

Aims: 


SWBAT discuss their own ideas on shopping


SWBAT use vocabulary related to the topic “shopping” through a role-play.











Language Skills:


-Reading: Read the instructions of worksheets


-Writing: Fill in the worksheet 


-Listening: Listen to the partner’s conversation


-Speaking: Role-play








Language Systems:


-Grammar: Learn about the form of “go+verb -ing” through the activity  


Ex) I want to go window-shopping with my friend. 


-Function: Learn how to use shopping vocabulary in shops.


-Discourse: Discuss about their shopping experiences.


-Lexis: Go window-shopping, look around, try on


-Phonology: Listen to the partner’s conversation during the role-play





Assumptions:


-Students have had a chance to go shopping at least one time.


-Students are able to speak their shopping experiences in English.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- From the beginning of the class, to do shopping role-play without any information might be difficult for students. To solve the problem, the teacher will hand the worksheet over to learn key vocabulary of shopping before the main activity.
