	Aims:

	• Students will be able to use If… S + would + verb sentence structure in a conversation.
• Students will be able to use and identify words and expressions related to wishes and hopes.

	

	Language Skills:

	• Listening: other students’ descriptions of what they would do if they have a certain ability to do something.

• Speaking: discussing with the other students to devise a superpower and what you would want to do with it.
• Reading: reading the target sentences on the board

	

	Language Systems:

	• Lexis: words and expressions related to the topic
• Function: discussion with other students
• Structure: If… S + would + verb sentence structure

	

	Assumptions:

	• Students can express their ideas in English with occasional errors.
• Students already know how the class is set up and run as well as the teacher’s teaching style and the pace of

   the course.

• Students are quite familiar with western pop culture.

	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

	• If the class ends before 25 minutes, use the fillers.
• If time is short ask each group to just name the ability and what they want to do with it.
• Students are expected to use wrong verb tense when using the target sentence,
   or use nouns such as precognition as verbs or verbs such as shape shift as nouns.

<Eliciting and Prediction>
You know these guys, right? Can anyone tell me their names?

What kind of superpower does superman have?

What about Thor? Does he have any superpowers?

(+1 filler: Thor is not the name of the individual, it’s a name of the title who holds the hammer. In most recent Thor comic books, the Thor is a woman)

Ok, today, we’re going to discuss what we’re going to do when we have superpowers. By doing that, we’re going to learn a new grammar point and a bunch of words and expressions related to hopes and wishes.

Let’s see what kinds of power the superheroes have
I can become invisible! Who comes to your mind? It doesn’t have to be a superhero. It could be a villain or monster. If you don’t know any, you could just give me the title of the movie.

Anyone? Yes, The Invisible Man. That was easy.
I can predict the future. Anyone? Well if you have watched the movie Minority Report, there are three people who can see the future. Do you remember? They are called? Yes, the Precogs. The name came from the word “precognition” it means the ability to see the future.

(+1 filler: You know the Persian soldiers with masks and black uniform in the movie 300, right? Well, they were called “the immortals” too. I can go back in time. That’s really easy. Well, it is if you lived in 80’s. Anyone? Yes. The movie Back to the future.
