Most schools start in September. / I was born in 1983

Lily gets up early in the morning

 * The bus will be here in 10 minutes
- At (Very specific time)

* Lunch is at noon / Dinner is at 6 o'clock
At (phrases)
* At Christmas /  At Easter /  At the same time

* I am going to visit my grandmother on Friday

* John is going to London on Monday

- On (dates)

* My birthday is on the 21st of April

- On (Special days)

CCQ:

Explain Preposition of place

(Describe that while pointing to Preposition of place )

(e.g  in, on, under, next to, between, behind, above etc.)

(An explanation and action simultaneously )
T:  We are going to talk about prepositions of place. The difference is when we describe something using prepositions of place object we are describing its position or its location 

so, Have a look at some of these common prepositions
Here's my cup and pan (pan? Pen?)
(showing cup and pan on the desk)

(After finishing prepositions of place)

CCQ: 
(Demonstrate? the position for the word 'ON')
- What is this meaning?  (Ss answer)
