  Richard Prince, who stands as the world’s most famous living appropriation artist, has made a considerable fortune by taking other people’s art.

The art community is outraged after a controversial artist ‘stole’ other people's Instagram images and sold them at an exhibition - without their permission - for upwards of $100,000 each. 

  Painter and photographer Richard Prince, 65, blew up screenshots of images taken from his Instagram feed and printed them on canvases for his series titled New Portraits, which features photos of famous models, artists and celebrities, as well as racy pictures of unknown people. 

  The 38 pictures, which were first displayed at the Los Angeles-based Gagosian Gallery in 2014, sold out at the Frieze New York art fair last week, with each image reportedly going for $90,000.
