Aims: 


SWBAT write about elephants.(work as group)


SWBAT list vocabulary by their listening skills.


SWBAT fill in the gaps by repeated listening.





Language Skills:


Reading: Worksheets


Writing: Vocabulary matching, Fill in the gaps, Q&A (worksheets)


Listening: The short story


Speaking: Prediction, comparing answers within groups





Language Systems:


Grammar: Future Tense (will/would)


Function: Understand & represent animal’s rights (elephants)


Discourse: Presentation (about elephants)


Lexis: circus, protest, conservation, rights, ethical, criticise

Assumptions:


Students can already know


-How the class is set up and run(there will be 3 students groups)


-The teacher’s style of teaching & the pace of the course


-All students are age 10


-Most Ss know what circus is from TV/Books








 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening


→Chunk the listening(pause-play-pause-play)


Ss may not know vocabulary words in the story


→Encourage Ss to guess from context


If Ss finish their task eariler than anticipated


→Ask Ss to do extra work(crossword puzzle) or ask them to help the other Ss
