	Procedure:
Before starting the lesson, T checks all the settings: 

Write the title of the lesson, aims, error corrections, and post some selfies on the board. 

Greeting
T: Hello everyone, how are you today?
Eliciting and Prediction
T: Who do you guys see in these pictures on the board? Yeah, it’s me, Aria.  I took them by myself, so what do you call them?  Right, “selfies”! You guys all seem to be familiar with selfies. What if I say that selfies are dangerous? Any idea how come selfies can put us in trouble? 

(Elicit the risks of taking selfies  and write them on the board)

Ok, so today, we will listen to a news report and find out what kind of harm selfies can do to us.  But first, we will learn key vocabularies and predict some key information.

	Procedure:
I. Vocabulary
Instruction

Work with your partners. Match each word in the left column to its synonym–the word with the same meaning- in the right one. You have 2 minutes. 
(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstrating
Look at #1… “note” means to “consider”. So draw a line that connects these two words.

CCQ

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

What is the synonym of “couch”?
Monitor indiscreetly. Encourage students to work together to complete the task.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if needed.

Check answers: let students respond to each word that the teacher says with its synonym. 

- Go through the words one by one

- Elicit the meaning from students
- Explain the meaning if necessary
II. Prediction

Instructions

Work with your partners. Guess if a-h below are true (T) or false (F). You have 2 minutes.
(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstrating

Look at #1… if you guess that this sentence is true, draw a check on the letter T, if not, F.
CCQ

Who are you working with? 

How much time do you have?

Do you check F if the sentence is true?

Monitor indiscreetly. Encourage students to think creatively and share their guesses with their partners with open minds. 

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if needed.

Check answers: choose a couple of students to explain their predictions using their own reasoning and imagination.

	Materials: Video clip on the internet, Fill in the blank worksheets, Comprehension questions worksheets

	Procedure:

I. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)
Instructions

Put your pens away. Listen to the news broadcast. Try to figure

out the main idea and main supports. 
CCQ

Can you take notes?

What are you supposed to find out?

(Play the clip without stopping)

Do you want to listen again?

Yes -> Have them listen one more time.

No -> Have them share their thoughts with their partners.
Check the answers as a whole class.
II. Listening for Details
Instructions

Now listen to the report one more time. This time, take notes and focus on details so that you can answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.

CCQ

Are you working alone?

What are you supposed to focus on?

(Distribute the comprehension questions worksheet)

Play the clip.

Let students write answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

Yes -> Play the broadcast again.

No -> Have them compare their answers with their partners.

Check the answers as a whole class.
III. Accurate Listening
Instruction

Listen to the news for the last two times and fill in the blanks. Work individually.
Demonstration 

This is the script of the news clip with some words missing. So it is your job to write down the missing words in the blanks as you listen to it. 
CCQ

How many times can you listen to the news? 

Do you work in pairs or alone?
(Distribute the Fill in the blanks worksheet)
Have students share their answers with their partners and when they are done discussing, have the whole class read their scripts out loud to check the answers.

	Procedure: 

I. Students discuss in pairs
Instruction

T: You guys are all in groups of two. One of each couple will have this list “A” of questions to discuss. The other one will have this list “B”. Choose 4 of them and ask your partners those questions. Listen to their answers and tell them how you think. Answer your partners’ questions and listen to their ideas. You’ll have 6 minutes. 

CCQ

How much time do you have for the discussion? 

How many questions do you pick?

(Distribute the discussion worksheets)

II. Production

Take 2 ~3 groups to share their discussion on one question with the whole class. 

III. Conclude lesson

Elicit the main idea of today’s news.

Give homework

LETTER: Write a letter to an expert on selfies. Ask him/her three questions about them. Give him/her three ideas on how to make taking selfies safer. Read your letter to your partner(s) in your next lesson. Your partner(s) will answer your questions.

Students: 8





Level: Upper- Intermediate





Instructor:


Aria





Length: 25 minutes





Materials:


- Computer, recording file, board, and markers 


- 8 copies of the listening worksheet


- 8 copies of the activity worksheet


- 8 copies of the assignment worksheet


- Pictures








Aims: 


- SWBT pick up details from the news clip by answering comprehension questions.


- SWBT find some of the key vocabulary and guess the meaning of words by completing a synonyms-matching worksheet.


- SWBT practice speaking by discussing various topic-related questions in groups.


- SWBT practice listening to the news clip accurately by filling in the blanks on the worksheet while listening





Language Skills:


- Reading: reading the script and worksheets


- Listening: listening to the news clip and teacher and classmates speaking


- Speaking: group discussions


- Writing: filling in the gaps while listening and taking a note of their partners’ opinions during the group discussion.








Language Systems:


- Lexis: matching new words to their synonyms


- Discourse: discussing in groups





Assumptions:


Students already know:


- how the class is set up and run (there will be 2 student groups at each table)


- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


- how to phrase their idea into full sentences in English


- how to work together with their classmates


- the concept of selfies





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-Students may not be able to follow the passage easily


-> Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content


- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening 


-> Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


-Students may need more time to fill in the blanks 


: share the answer with their group members


-If time is short


-> Cut post-activity discussion short and have students choose only a couple of questions to ask their partners.


- If students finish their finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


-> Lengthen post-activity discussion and have students ask their partners as many questions as they want.
