Where do you usually see the movie? Would you rather watch a movie at home or at a movie theater?  If you watch movies at theaters, what makes you go to movie theaters? 
(Try to elicit what they think about movie theaters’ environment)
Ss: (Answer to the question)

T: (Write their answers on the board) 
(Introduction of Task)
T: Yes, they have a good environment to watch movie as you say. But have you ever thought about their improvement? What do you think about the price of ticket? What do you think about snacks they provide?
OK, so today, we are going to discuss how movie theaters can be better.  But first, I will introduce you key vocabulary to use in movie theaters.

Before I hand out the information gap worksheet to review the key vocabulary used in movie theaters, I will introduce a few terms. 
1. Vocabulary

(Write the word ‘concession stand’ on the board)
T: Has anyone heard of this word? Where do you buy the popcorn and drinks? Yes, you can buy popcorn and drinks at the concession stand. Also you can say “refreshment stand”. 
CCQ: What do you like to eat while watching movies?

What do you buy at the concession stand?
(Write the word ‘usher’ on the board)

T: Have you heard about this word? Can you tell me what it means? What do we call the person who stands at the movie theater and check the ticket? 
Yes, we hand the movie ticket to the usher. Sometimes they find the seats for us. 
CCQ: Have you ever asked to the usher to find the seats?

(Write the word ‘aisle’ on the board)

T: Do you like to sit in the middle of the seats or in front of the screen?

Have you heard about this word? Yes, “aisle” means a walkway between or along sections of seats in the theater, classroom, or the like. 
CCQ: So, Do you prefer aisle seats when you watch movies? 

What is the reason to prefer aisle seats?

(Write the word ‘patrons’ on the board)

T: Have you heard about this word? Do you know the meaning of the word? Yes, it means a person who is a customer, client, or paying guest, especially a regular one, of a store, hotel, or the like.
CCQ: Have you ever had a bad experience because of patrons around you while you’re watching movies?
The students might understand the meaning of the words while they’re answering the questions. (Make sure the students get the right spelling of the words.)

2. Information Gap

Instruction

Hand out the information gap worksheet and monitor discretely. 
 T: You will review the key vocabulary used in movie theaters with your partner. You will have a different worksheet with your partner. Your partner has the answers for your worksheet and you have the answers for your partner’s worksheet. You read out the script and guess the word in the blank, and check the answers with your partner. 

You will work in pairs. You have 3 minutes to finish. 
(Give the time warning: 1minute left)
ICQ:

· Can you show your worksheet to your partner?

· How much time do we have?

· Are you working alone?
Language Focus
Feedback: Teacher walks around the classroom and monitor the class.
Error correction:
Write students’ errors you notice during the pair work and write the common mistakes of spelling on the board. Let students correct as a whole class. If students make the mistakes of pronunciation, correct them right away. Ex) usher, aisle

T: Look at the worksheet. There are the three things about movie theaters. Discuss how they can be improved with your partner. Complete this table by writing sentences, using ‘~should and ~should not’, and at least you should write two sentences for each thing. Let’s share opinions each other. Let’s get started! You have five minutes. 
ICQ: 
· Who do you work with?
· How many things do you need to discuss?

· What might annoy you at a movie theater? Using phones? Babies crying? Other?

· Do you have a favorite movie theater? A preferred place to sit?
Error correction

If students don’t understand the new words on the ranking worksheet, teacher will explain to the students as a whole class.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 


Ss might need more time to share their opinions during group discussion


Students may not be able to fill in the chart on time (Give time warning before two minutes)


If it finishes earlier than anticipated, ask each group share their experiences at movie theaters and expectation of movie theaters 


Ss might not be active in the discussion.


Encourage students by asking for his/her opinion of what others are saying


Ss might get into groups when they do the information gap


Monitor and let them work within pairs
