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At junior and high school, I almost learned English grammar from traditional teachers. At college, I took English related classes.  To enter a big corporate company or to pass the CPA, I taught myself TOEFL and TOEIC. Preparing for the tests, I needed to listen English native speakers' voices as much as possible. The environment where I could expose myself to native English speaker was insufficient without great expenses. So, I mostly relied on English broadcast such as AFKN and CNN.  Now, I've been teaching English since 2003.  But my spoken English hasn't improved much.     
Characteristics of adult learners
As one of adult learners, I'm motivated to learn and willing to participate in class. I've accumulated a wealth of knowledge and experience form work, family and previous education. In this respect, I'm autonomous & Self-directed, goal-oriented, relevancy-oriented, and have life-experience and knowledge. 
Traditional vs modern classrooms
In my old schooldays, classrooms were cramped, overcrowded, teacher-centric  and passive learning spaces . In contrast, contemporary classrooms are equipped with digital tools and student-centric. Teacher's role is more facilitators than lectures. Students are actively engaged in what they learn. Also, the modern approach of adaptive learning gives students the freedom to learn at their own space. Besides, collaborative learning enhances the scope of learning and develop critical thinking.
Teacher types
The teachers that I experience in schooldays were nearly explainers. They often accounted for theories or information to students. We mostly listened and wrote down what they described.  Meanwhile, the modern teachers are close to involvers or enhancers. Their study program concentrates more on group work and places less reliance on lectures. They give students certain assignments and students make a presentation.  
Effective teaching 
"What the teacher is, is more important than what he teaches" - Karl Menniger . I think that the qualities of an effective teacher are to be confident, humorous, empathetic, inspiring, patient, attentive, unbiased, well-organized, well-informed and so on. A teacher who I come into my mind is a high school English teacher. He had a sense of humor and well-informed.  He made class enjoyable, helped us see the joy in life and knew how to hit the bull's-eye.  
Consequently, when it comes to developing English speaking, my second language acquisition circumstance was very inadequate. To enhance Korean's English proficiency, I suggest English speaking and writing classes should be added to regular curriculum in public education in Korea.  Moreover, we should be able to freely access to various English broadcasts on TV to naturally expose ourselves to English whenever we want to. William Arthur Ward said, "A mediocre teacher tells a good teacher explains, a superior teacher demonstrates, a great teacher inspires." I would like to be a great teacher.
