	Materials: pictures or examples of online reviews 


	Time

	Set Up
Whole group

	Greeting 
“Hello guys. How are you doing today?”
(have casual conversation for 30 sec) 

Eliciting.
                      (T puts a title and an aim on the board. Show Ss some examples of online reviews and elicit the main topic while asking questions about the online reviews )
“Have you guys ever read online reviews before you go to some places such as restaurants or hotels or before you buy some items through online stores? It is a very general process before purchasing something online. Do you guys do that? (allowing them to talk for a while) Alright. Today, we are going to talk about the online reviews. “ 


	Presentation

	Materials: sound script and written script  

	Time 
7 minutes

	Set Up
Whole class

	Procedure: 

Ts prepare to play the sound file 
Instruction & Demonstration
Play the news twice and pass out the written script.
 Play once more for students to check the missing part and talk about the fake reviews online. 

“Now, we are going to listen to news about online reviews. Try to catch as much as you can. I am going to play it twice. So don’t worry about missing some of the part that you didn’t catch. After listening, I am going to pass out a written script of the news and play the sound script once more. Try to catch what you have missed after you get the paper.” 
ICQ 

“Before we start, how many times will you listen to the news before you get the paper? 

What should you do after you get the written script? 

Alright! I guess everyone knows how it goes. Let’s begin!”
CCQ
“What do you think about the fake reviews? 
Do you still trust them?

Give some good ways to distinguish and avoid the fake reviews?”

	Procedure:
Pass out the worksheet#1. 
Instruction
“Now, we are going to have a short vocabulary quiz with words that was on the script. This is not going to be on your grades, so try to fill as many as you can without looking at the written script. I am going to say the words, so please fill in the blank on the worksheet #1. Ready? Here’s number one.(finish the quiz) Alright let’s check the answers. It’s in the written script, so find your answers and correct them if needed. You have about one minute to check.” 

Procedure:
Have Ss make a pair of two to work on the worksheet #2 with their partners and then check the answers altogether.
Instruction
“Alright! Everyone has a partner? With your partner, please work on your worksheet #2. The words in the worksheet are not in order, so you guys have to put the words in the right order to make a complete sentence. I will give you 10 min. to work on and then we will check the answers together.” 


	Production


	Materials: 10 copies of multiple choice worksheet #3


	7 minutes
3 minutes


	Whole class 
	Procedure: 
Pass out the worksheet #3 which contains good CCQ questions and allow time to finish them. After 4 minutes, go over the worksheets altogether and wrap up the class.
Instruction
                        “Now we are going to work on this worksheet. This worksheet summaries the subject quiet well that we listened today. I will give you 4 minutes and then we will go over them together. You can use your written script or discuss with your partners also.” 

ICQ
“Are we allowed to use the written script?
                         Are we going to just finish the class after you are done? (No, we will go over them altogether.)”
CCQ
(This can be done by going over the worksheets together.) 

“Now, can you tell what fake reviews are? 

What do the companies write fake reviews for? ” 

Closing & Feedback
“We learned about fake reviews. I think you guys had interests in the article because they might have affected you when buying something online. 

Therefore, try not to put much faith in it. Be careful not to be fooled by those reviews and be wise consumers!! You guys did a very good job today. I will see you tomorrow. Have a great day everyone”

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
