Hello everyone. 

How was your weekend?
-Eliciting
(show the image of Elvis Presley and Einstein) 
Who do you see? 

What do they have in common? 

(show another image of Elvis’ dress room)
Do you know where it is? You can guess it. 

(Students may answer, if they don’t, tell them.)

Yes. It is a dress room but not just a dress room. This dress room is inspired by Elvis Presley. 
And there is a special hotel has many rooms like this, inspired by famous people. 

So this hotel has not only Elvis Room but also Einstein, Clint Eastwood and Mark Twain etc.

(In the wardrobe of Einstein room, there are no socks because Einstein did not like socks, so he never wore socks.)   
-Introducing topic 
The name of this special hotel is “Fame hotel”.

Each room has a special concept which was inspired by famous people and all started with the question “what if?”  
So, today we will learn how to express and describe our unreal situation by using “if”, and we call it second conditional clause. 
For example, 
If I were Marilyn Monroe, what would I have in my wardrobe? (Asking to students) 

(student can make an answer) 

Yes, very good. 

If I were Marilyn Monroe, I would have many white dresses in my wardrobe. 
-Substitution table and Drilling
Please look at this table here. 
Let’s learn how to make the second conditional sentences. 
If clause has past simple tense and the second clause has would + base form of verb.
 Can you repeat after me? What is the past tense of be verb? Great! It is “was”. But! In the second conditional sentence we should use were instead of was. Nowadays since so many people speak English and the rules are broken time to time. A lot of people make mistake and use was instead of were. So people understand and accept to use was. However technically “were” is also the right form. 
What would you like to do if were a millionaire? Can anyone share your idea? (Make sentence according to Ss answer and let Ss repeat after me.)
(Ask 2-3 Ss and do the same.)

-Demonstration

Look at no.1 on the worksheet. There are several words. What you need to do is reorder words to make second conditional sentences.

(Let students speak the answers if it is necessary.)
#2. Making a short story with Consequences chains  (Less-Controlled Practice-5min)  
(Hand out consequences chains sheets)
-Instruction 
This time, let’s work in groups. 

Make a group with 4 people. 
Now, let's making a short story by using second conditional sentences.

The first condition is given on the sheet. Then the first student starts a story by completing the result clause with the given condition. Then the next student takes the result of the sentence, reforms it into another condition and suggests a further result. You will have 4 minutes. 
-Demonstration.
For example, the first condition is given on the sheet, "If I did not have this class now, “ And I make result clause like this, “If I did not have this class now, I would still be in my bed.” And (pick one student and give a chance to continue making a sentence.) 
-ICQ
How much time do you have? (4 minutes)
What will you do? (creating a story)  
Monitoring 
During students talking, listen well how they talk and take a note.

Appendix 1 : script 
The Hotel of the Famous 
What would your life be like if you were Albert Einstein? What clothes would be in your wardrobe if you were Marilyn Monroe? Or Madonna?

Well now you can discover the answer to all these questions and many more at the Fame Hotel in California. Ten miles outside Los Angeles, the Fame Hotel promises to answer the question "What if?". When you check into the hotel, you choose a room. Each room has a name. There's Clint Eastwood on the second floor and Elvis Presley on the third floor. In total, the Fame Hotel has 32 rooms, most of which are named after stars of Hollywood or music. But there are also famous writers (Mark Twain and Agatha Christie) and even some scientists and sports stars, such as Mike Tyson.

When you enter the room, you enter the life of that person. There are pictures everywhere.
