	Assumptions: - Most students know to express positive and negative qualities in people.
                       - All students have done a dictation activity before.

                       - Most students have done a role play activity before.
                       - Students know who they are and their personalities.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· I am planning not to talk too much but when students learn 19 idioms in the pre-activity, they might have too many questions for me to answer. 

- I will follow the one-third rule when students present and give the rest of the answers on a wall chart. I will tell the students that they will hear when they are watching the drama and see if they will be able to infer what the idioms means. If they still have questions, I will answer them during break time or after school.
· For the dictation exercise, the computer might fail due to a black out 
electricity.
 - I will use my smart phone or laptop. However, if it is hard to watch, I will turn myself into the human television and mimic each character. A student can control me with the help the class to stop and rewind of course, giving students only 3 minutes total time to get through the listening.
· Students might read too slow when they introduce their partner to us which may affect time management.

-I will follow the one-half rule for the main activity which we will only get half the students to present.

· I might need more time to complete my 40 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be absent or running late/

- I will have a free conversation time for 2-5mintes. I will start asking students random questions and they can ask any questions to the whole class or even to individuals.
