	Assumptions: Students already know or have:

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
	( Let them listen to the track again until they get the gist of the content

	· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
	( Chunk the listening 

(pause – play – pause – play)

	· The CD player doesn’t work.
	( Teacher reads the diary and get one volunteer from the students to help the teacher.

	· If the pre – activities spend time longer than expected.
	( Use wall chart or board to dictate the answers.
