	Aims:
Main aim: Students will tell a singular and a plural of the verb, and use them properly.
Secondary aim: Students will know the difference between a singular and a plural of the verb by doing a worksheet, will use the grammatically right form in sentences by doing a role-play in a given situation, will remark of the given story's sequel, and will make sentences using verbs of the grammatically right form by playing the bingo game in the worksheet.
Personal aim: I want to improve my grammar skills to solve TEPS by doing modeling and demonstration.


	Language Skills:
Listening: Students will listen sequels which other students made.
Reading: Students will do the worksheet.
Speaking: Students will do a role-play.
Writing: Students will remark of the given story's sequel.

	Assumptions:
Students already know
 - The TEPS and how to solve the question of grammar in TEPS.
 - Most students are interested in fantasy literature.
 - The difference between the form of a singular noun and that of a plural noun.
 - The basic words of TEPS level’s.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
 - Students may dislike taking test and feel boring.
   → Select the questions linked to familiar materials.
 - Some students may not know background knowledge related to the topic of the dialogue.
   → In warmer, share the background knowledge sufficiently.
 - Some students will rationalize improper answers with logical leap.
   → Give the sufficient explain to the students until they agree.
 - The question may be too hard to solve in class.
   → Check words and idioms before offering the question, to reduce the level of difficulty.
