	Aims:
Main aim: Students will improve their speaking skills by debating other students on the topic.
Secondary aim: Students will talk about the plus and minus to use computers by expressing their experiences, will debate whether computers are helpful in study or not by group discussion, and will write their opinion in computer-related situation.
Personal aim: I want to improve my speaking skills to solve TOEFL by doing modeling and demonstration.


	Language Skills:
Listening: Students will listen other students’ opinion about the topic.
Reading: Students will refer to some written bases on the board.
Speaking: Students will insist their opinion of the topic.
Writing: Students will write their thought with basis.


	Language Systems:
Lexis: Written bases on the board. * quick
Phonology: Idioms which has a special liaison rule. * plus and minus
Grammar: Conjunction, “because” has to be used to add some bases. * I like computers, because ~
Function: Bases have to support the main idea. * advantage: type quickly...
Discourse: Getting the main idea when students listen it’s bases only. * In my experience... 


	Assumptions:
Students already know
 - The TOEFL and how to solve the question of Part.2 in TOEFL.
 - Most students are interested in computers.
 - The plus and minus to use computers when they studying.
 - The basic words of TOEFL level’s.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
 - Students may dislike taking test and feel boring.
   → Change the question stating their views into the topic debating others.
 - Some students may not know background knowledge related to the topic.
   → In warmer, share the background knowledge generously.
 - Some students will rationalize improper bases with logical leap.
   → If the student can make story to complete logic and it makes sense, agree the student’s opinion.
 - Some bases may be too hard to understand.
   → Check the logic of the bases before debating, to reduce the level of difficulty.
