	Topic: What is the difference between 'must not' and 'don't have to'



	Instructor: Alice

	Level: Intermediate

	Students: 9

	Length: 30 Minutes


	Materials:
· the words of 'WILL NOT', 'MUST NOT'

· board marker

· 3 wall chart (explanation for 'must not' and 'don't have to' & main activity)

· 9 worksheet & answer sheet ( for pre)
· 9 worksheet (for main)
· the visual of advertisement, sign

· my drawing (sign), my sentences (for post, sos)

· 18 pieces of paper (A4)

· error correction sheet


	Aims:
· Main: I want the Ss to improve their grammar skills by using 'must not' and 'don't have to'(doesn't have to). 

· Secondary: I want the Ss to improve their speaking skills by talking and discussing with other Ss during the activity.

· Personal: I want to improve my time management.


	Language Skills:
· Speaking: Ss will speak their sentences to the class.

· Listening: Ss will listen to the others carefully.

· Writing: Ss will write their sentences with 'must not' and 'don't have to'.
· Reading: Ss will read their sentences on the paper.


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: 'prohibition', 'sign'
· Phonology: prohibition [proʊəbɪʃn], sign [saɪn]
· Grammatical: must not, don't have to (doesn't have to) - meaning and difference
· Function: guessing and answering
· Discourse: talking about prohibition, rules in class 


	Assumptions:
· Ss know they have to speak only English in the class.
· Ss already know 'must' and 'have to' have same meaning.
· Ss know the third person singular verb. (do→does)
· Ss have at least one mistake during last week.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· If there isn't enough time in pre-activity, I don't let all Ss say the answer.(make 3~5 Ss present)

·  If there isn't enough time in main-activity, I let Ss say just 1sentence.
· If there isn't enough time in post activity, I let just 1~2 student present.

· If some students can't write their sentences or draw, I encourage them to think about it by giving tips.

   - prohibition

Yes, right.

· ccq
(I show the word 'WILL NOT')

Is this prohibition? 

   - no, we can use 'will not' when we talk about future.
(I show the word 'MUST NOT')

Is this prohibition? 

   - yes.

(I write down 'prohibition' on the board.)

· grouping 
Let's say 'pro', 'hibi', 'tion'.
(I make 3 groups.)
Who said 'pro'? Please raise your hand.

 'Isabel, Sungmi, Jenny' is one team. 

Who said 'hibi'?

 'Tim, Inna, Kirix' is one team.

Who said 'tion'? 

'Nature, Grace, Angela' is one team.

'Pro' team go this side.
'hibi' team go this side.
'tion' team go this side.
Please move with your pen.
· modeling

(I put the wall chart and read it together.)
We already learn about 'must' and 'have to' have same meaning.

Today we are going to learn about their negative sentences.

'must' changes into 'must not' and 'have to' changes into 'don't have to'.
But, You should be careful! They don't have same meaning. 
(I explain the wall chart.)

· demonstration

Here is a sentence with blank. 

What words should go here?

(I grab the worksheet and tell Ss...)
