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English is an official language and essentially can reflect ethnics, cultures, societies as a means of communication. As the world has globalized, it becomes tighter, more complicated, and even narrower. Thus, English plays an important role in linking different fields to another and with the help of English language, each unique character having representation can be shown to the world. I will try to find out English education changes over time and people’s cognition of an ideal teacher. When I remember the beginning of learning English, there are many impressive things I can recall. It could be enough to prepare for future dream because there were precedent occasions.

One day my classroom teacher in the middle school wrote lyric of Beatles’ popular song on the board, which was ‘like a bridge over troubled water’. She told us that language could carry serious messages. She was always confident and had pride in being a teacher. There are some points we can understand in such a situation. Classic art can contain universal value through language. One of qualities of teacher, which is confidence, was shown. 
There is another story. My PT teacher told us that it is honorable to be trained as a national representative player the day after she had met a foreigner near the Taeneung national representative athletes village and guided him a way in English. She might have wanted to inspire us with representative pride. Our pride is introduced to the world in English.
There was also an English speech competition at even that time. I was selected as a representative speaker of our school. The topic was about Illyu mania, which means that Korean people have a tendency to want to be the number one in any field. A university student who majored in English literature helped me to participate in the competition. I honorably won the prize there thanks to him. He became an English teacher after graduation, but at the time the interesting thing was that he used to put on his traditional rubber shoes. Recently most people have become westernized and got to accept new things more easily as societies have been diversified and improved with the advanced technology. However, he might have majored in the western subject with our ethnic spirit.
A class was teacher-centered and authoritative in the classroom of the past. The direction of English education has improved with several times reformation. English fluency has been emphasized in the 5th and the6th reformation. The features of the 7th reformation are focused on student-centered considered individual difference. Accuracy and fluency should be balanced, utilized 3D multimedia.
Desirable image of a teacher depends on time or societies. According to the Korean education development institute, most parents and children consider an ideal teacher to have a faith as an educator, have deep attention and affection to students, and teach students their view of life. Only a few of them consider an ideal teacher to have ability of subject, to value strictly politeness and order, and have skill to lecture.
In contrast, Gallup survey in the U.S. placed types of teacher in the order. The first type of that is understanding and communicative. The second one is fair and principled to students. The third is to have higher moral. The fourth is to have attention and affection to students. The fifth is devoted. The sixth is friendly good characteristic. The last is honest and neat. While Korean have a tendency to consider an ideal teacher to make students realize personality beyond knowledge and skill, other foreign countries consider them to educate students well as a specialized career.
I had been educated in authoritative education environment in the past before reformation. However, teacher’s role should be required to change over time. Teachers should prepare for classes worrying about how students learn rather than what teachers teach. Carl Rogers, the American psychologist, suggested that there are three core teacher characteristics that help to create an effective learning environment. There are respect, which is a positive regard, empathy, which is being able to see things from the other person’s perspective, as if looking through their eyes, and authenticity, which being oneself without hiding job titles.
Education paradigm is shifting from teacher-centered to student-centered. Psychological relationship between teacher and students, lesson of life is highlighted. The 21s t ideal teacher is friendly one. The base of desirable image of teacher is required trust and affection. There are many ways of teaching, and part of the enjoyment of being a student in a good classroom is in sharing the unique personal identity, style, skills and techniques that a teacher brings to a lesson. Adrian Underhill has suggested that there may be three broad categories of teaching styles, explainer, which knows the subject matter very well, involver, which is familiar with teaching methodology and various techniques, and enabler, which knows the subject matter, methodology, and has people skills-is aware of how students are thinking or feeling. Education should be established through cooperative creative work.
In conclusion, language is not only a means of communication but also necessary and sufficient condition to be able to get various information. Because of the status as an international language, it is English that is seen to be the language of power. As importance of English has increased, that of English education has also more and more been up. However, perfect acquisition language as a foreign language is never easy. Many methods to be able to get good results should be suggested. While a variety of methods in English education have been studied, education has been established with interaction among people. The goal of English education is to construct more efficiently relationship between people. The education has to fix on both learners and teachers. In the future, the methods of English education should properly focus on learners toward a way that a wide range of possibility for individuals is admitted and respected. On the other day, I visited an open class in the middle school for observation. There was a large screen in the front of the classroom. The multimedia and sound was made a good use of during English class. An English teacher encouraged students to answer actively. While teacher’s role was likely to monitor or oppress to promote the studious atmosphere on campus in the past, the teacher tried to give students self-control or liberate. We expect that new change of school education starts already.
