- Role play (Post activity 10 min)

-‘Haircut Strut’ song ‘fill in the blanks’ worksheet (SOS activity 5 min)

	Aims:

-Main aim: Ss will be able to describe their preferred hairstyle to an English-speaking hairdresser and get their hair styled. 
-Secondary aim: Ss will be able to learn expressions for describing different hairstyles.

-Personal aim: I want Ss to be able to have conversations with others on what hairstyle they want without having to show pictures. 


	Language Skills:

-Reading: Ss will learn vocabularies related to hairstyles by using the flashcard 

-Listening: Ss will listen to the recorded dialogue prepared by the teacher
-Speaking: Ss will do a role play (hairdresser, Tom)

-Writing: Ss will complete the listening comprehension worksheet 


	Language Systems:

Lexis: Key vocabulary used in describing different hairstyles

Grammar: causative get/have (I would like to get/have my hair cut) 

Function: to express desire (‘I would like to’ : a polite way to say "I want") 

Discourse: Role play (hairdresser, Tom)


	Assumptions:

Students already know

- How the class is set up and run (2 students at each desk)
- Most students have been to hair salon many times

- Basic vocabulary related to hair salons (shampoo, dryer, brush)

- Basic vocabulary related to hair colors (brown, red, blue) and hair length (short, long)

- The current hair trend and their favorite hairstyles


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

-Students may not be able to follow the recorded dialogue easily

→ Repeat the dialogue several times and chunk the listening

-Students may need more time to finish the listening comprehension worksheet

→ Give 2 more minutes for them to finish and give the answer sheet at the end of class for them to check.

-There is a lot of time left

→ Start SOS activity (‘Haircut Strut’ song)
- Students might not fully understand the vocabularies in the worksheet

→ Ask a certain student to stand up to show what a curly hair looks like. 

-Students might not be able to follow instructions in the worksheet

→ Demonstrate instructions as clearly as possible by giving examples

	Guessing the meaning of the vocabularies (adj.) from looking at the flashcards. 
Getting familiar with the new expression
	Give out small flashcards (Appendix 1) to all students.

“Let’s look at some adjectives that describe different hairstyles.”
Instruction

“I will say an adjective and you have to pick up a flashcard that matches with the adjective.” 

Elicit

“The first adjective is ‘Trimmed’.
Pick up a card that shows this adjective.” (Wait for students) 

“Steffy, why did you pick that flashcard?”
(Wait S response) 

“Well done! So, you can see someone with scissors, holding a person’s hair right? How much is the person trying to cut off?” (S responses)

“Yes, very little right? Not too much. So, trim means very little cut.”
“The second adjective is ‘Dyed’. 
Pick up a card that shows this adjective.” (Wait for students)
“What color would you like to die your hair?” (Wait for students’ response)

“What color did the girl on the flashcard dye her hair?” 
(Wait for students’ response)

“The third adjective is ‘Straightened’. Pick up a card that shows this adjective.” (Wait for students)

“The fourth adjective is ‘Curled’. 
Pick up a card that shows this adjective.” (Wait for students)

“The fifth adjective is ‘Layered’. Pick up a card that shows this adjective.” 
(Wait for students)

“Good job. So, when you have a layered hairstyle, you have multiple levels of hair. Some are short, some are long.”
“The sixth adjective is ‘Highlighted’. Pick up a card that shows this adjective.” (Wait for students)
“Good! Highlighted means coloring your hair strands.”
Eliciting

“What do you think is the polite form of ‘I want to’?”
(Wait S response)  

“Good! It’s ‘I would like to’ right?”
(Write down the grammar expression on the board: I would like to get/have my hair…)
“This is a common phrase you can use in a hair salon. Let’s make a sentence with the vocabularies we just learned.
Steffy, could you make a sentence with the adjective trimmed by using the verb ‘get’ or ‘have’ ?” 

(Wait S response)
“Good! Now everyone repeat the sentence.”
(Other students take turns making a sentence with the adjectives learned in the pre activity) 
CCQ

- What is the polite form of ‘I want’?

- How can we describe the hairstyle we want to a hairdresser?

	Instruction
“Now, let’s listen to the dialogue between a hairdresser and Tom. 

I will give you a listening comprehension worksheet. Listen carefully to the dialogue and answer these 4 questions. Any questions?”
(Play the recorded dialogue)
“It’s pretty fast right? Let’s listen to it again.” (Play the recorded dialogue)

“Do you want me to replay?”
(Wait for S response)

If S answers YES: play it again
If S answers NO: continue

“Now, let’s hear some of the answers. Steffy, what was your answer for question #1?”
(Wait for S response)
“Good Steffy! He wants to get his hair…?” (CCQ for all students)
(Wait for other students’ response)

“Yes! Trimmed. That was one of the adjectives we learned right?”
“Sara, what did you put for question #2?” (Wait for S response)

“Well done, Sara!

Yes, he wants to look neat because he has an important interview. Who heard what his profession is?” (Wait for S response) “Yes! A lawyer.” 
“KJ, what did you put for question #3?” (Wait for S response). 

Yes! Well-done KJ. Yeah, maybe the hairdresser was trying to joke around, but Tom was being serious. He definitely didn’t want his hair messed up! 
Grace, how about question #4?
(Wait for S response). 
If S answers YES: “How did you deal with it?”
If S answers NO: “Yeah I would definitely not want to meet this type of hairdresser.”
Appendix 2: “For those of you who want to see the script for this dialogue, I will leave one copy on my desk at the end of class. Please share it with other students.”

	Rearranging the sequence of the flashcards to see if they can listen and recognize different hairstyles

	Give out 4 pairs of scissors and small flashcards (Appendix 4) to all students.

Instruction:

“This is sequence game! We will play the game by using the vocabularies we learned! I will say the sequence of the people by describing their hairstyles, colors of their hair and gender. For example, I will say ‘blue, curly hair girl is next to the green, straight, short hair man.’ Listen carefully and rearrange the flashcards in that sequence.”
Sequence begins:

- ‘Green straight hair girl’ comes next to ‘blue highlighted hair girl’.

- ‘Yellow short hair guy’ is in center.
- ‘Orange curled hair girl’ comes next to ‘Yellow short hair guy’

- Green straight hair girl’ comes next to ‘Yellow short hair guy’

- ‘Blue highlighted hair girl’ is the last in the sequence.

- ‘Red layered hair girl’ comes next to ‘Orange curled hair girl’

“Did everyone arrange the sequence?”
Appendix 4: “For those who want to check the answer, I will leave one copy on my desk at the end of class. Please share it with other students.”

“Now, let’s do a role play. In pairs, decide who is going to be a hairdresser and who is going to be a customer. I want you to practice using the common phrase we learned today. So, you must include the common phrase. You could make up a funny situation like the one in the dialogue. It’s up to you. I’ll give you 5 minutes to prepare. We’ll come back as a class and each group will do a role play in front of the class for about 1 minute.”
ICQ:

-How long does the role-play have to be for each group? 
-What must be included in the role-play? (Write the rules on the board again) 5min: preparation /1min: role-play for each group
Demonstration
(Teacher to teacher demonstration. Do not tell the students who will be the hairdresser and who will be the customer. Let them guess just by hearing the dialogue)
Hairdresser: Hello sweetie, what kind of hairstyle do you want today?
 Student: I would like to have my hair trimmed, curled and highlighted in green.

Hairdresser: Yes sure sweetie. I can do that for you.     
(After the hair is all done)         Hairdresser: Hey sweetie, you are all done.                       
Student: (sees the mirror and gets mad) This is not the hairstyle I want!! My hair is not curly enough and you trimmed a lot! I said just a little trim! 
Hairdresser: Sweetie, still you look so gorgeous.        
Student: (calmed down by the word gorgeous) Oh really? But next time, just a little trim please. Thank you though…

CCQ:

-Who was the hairdresser? (A: Jiwon)
-Who was the student? (A: June)

-What was the hairstyle the student wanted? 
“Any last-minute questions? (Wait for S response) If not, then, let’s get started!”
(Monitors by moving around) 
“Times up. It’s time to present your role play.”

Hairdresser: We'll shampoo, cut, (and) style your hair for one unbelievable low price of $9.99 (nine ninety-nine). Plus, we'll give you a clean shave and a back massage to help you relax.
Tom: Well, I don't know. I don't have much time, and . . .
Hairdresser: Best service in town!
Tom: Well, okay, I'll have the complete service today, but as I said before, I just want to get my hair trimmed. A little off the top and sides. That's all. I mean, that's all.
Hairdresser: No problem. Relax. You're in good hands. Okay, here we go. Now, how does this thing work?
