Main activity (about 18 min) : Debate
-Cartoon picture (Appendix 2) -1 copy
-4 pieces of blank paper
-Marker

-Advice Column from Dear Abby (Appendix 3) - 4 copies
-Expressions for giving advice (Appendix 4)  - 2 copies

	Aims:
-Main aim: Ss will be able to present arguments about their position on the topic of cohabitation before marriage and express their opinions. 
-Secondary aim: Ss will be able to consider and discuss the “controversial” topic of moving in before marriage. 

-Personal aim: We want to manage the pair work well so that there is more student talk time and student interaction. Pair work can help shy students express their opinion comfortably to their partner and encourage them to speak up during whole-class activities. 


	Language Skills:

-Reading: Ss will read an advice column (from Dear Abby) on cohabitation before marriage.
-Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instructions and classmates’ opinions during debate.
-Speaking: Ss will engage in a debate (“Should couples live together before marriage?”) 
-Writing: Ss will write a response to a person in need of advice regarding cohabitation before marriage.


	Language Systems:

-Phonology: ‘marriage’ [măr′ĭj] , fiancé/ fiancée [fē′än-sā′] , divorcee [dĭ-vôr-sā′] 
-Lexis: fiancé/fiancée, newlyweds, spouse, partner, soul mate, divorcee
(vocabularies related to people in relationships) 
-Grammar: Usage of modals of advice (must > should > may want to > might as well)
-Function: make reasonable assertions or suggestions by using strong and weak form of advice 

-Discourse: debate (listening to other students’ arguments and persuade logically)


	Assumptions:

- Ss have a general sense of what marriage proposal, honeymoon, pregnancy are. 

- Ss might have imagined themselves getting married someday. 

- Ss might have personal beliefs about marriage.
- Ss have been exposed to scenes about marriage in dramas and movies.
- Ss have been to a wedding (family’s or friends’) at least once.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
-Students might not have thought deeply about the topic of cohabitation before marriage

→ In the pre activity, familiarize students with the topic so that they can easily prepare for the debate in the main activity. 
-The flow of the debate might get too personal 
→ Set up rules before the actual debate 

(Don’t get too personal about the topic. Don’t ask personal questions like “Have you ever lived together before marriage?” or “If you haven’t experienced living together with your boyfriend, how could you be sure that living together before marriage doesn’t work out?”)

-Students might have difficulty during the debate (continued silence, going off-topic)

→ monitor how the students are doing and facilitate communication by asking helpful questions and by guiding students in the right direction (intervene if necessary) 

-There is a lot of time left

→ Start SOS activity (Word bank worksheet)

	Looking at the picture and sharing their thoughts 


	Preparation (before class):
-Arrange 2 tables to face each other
-Cut out two sets of 6 pictures 
-have the ‘wedding’ picture ready for 
lead-in.
Greeting and arousing S interest on today’s topic:
Hi everyone! How have you been? 
Who has recently been to a wedding? (Wait for S response) 

If S answers YES: “Whose wedding?”

If S answers NO: “But, you all have been to a wedding before right? Something similar to this picture?” (show students the wedding picture) 
Eliciting:  
Who are they? 
(Wait for S response) 

1. “Yes, they are a bride and a groom, getting married. (write ‘bride’ and ‘groom’ on the board)
“How else could we call them?”
(Wait for S response) 

2. “Yes, you could call them ‘newlyweds’ because they just got married. 
(write ‘newlyweds’ on the board)

“What’s the noun form of ‘marry’?”
(Wait for S response) 
“Good. Marriage. Be careful of the pronunciation.” 
(tell them to pronounce ’marriage’)

“How else could we call them?”
(Wait for S response) 
3. “Also, you could call them ‘spouse,’ husband or wife.” 

(write ‘spouse’ on the board)
4. “Then, how do we call a woman/man who is engaged to get married?” 

(Wait Ss response) 

“Yes, fiancé/fiancée.” 

(write ‘spouse’ on the board)

“They have the same pronunciation. There is an “e” after “é” to indicate that it refers to a woman.”

	Listening to the instructions

Talking with their partner, ordering the pictures & putting them on the board
Exchanging ideas on the concept of marriage
Expressing their support for or opposition to the topic

	Instruction:

“Now, I will give you 6 pictures related to marriage. With your table partner, talk about the concept of marriage and try to come up with just 1 sequence.
Demonstration: 
(Draw 6 squares on the board)
“After deciding the order with your table partner, put the pictures on the board in that order by using tape. I will give you 1min.”(hand out the pictures to 2 groups)
“Ready, set, go!”
Pair work
(teacher monitors, prepares tape for them)
“Group 1 please explain why you ordered it this way.” (Group 1 explains)

“Group 2 please explain why you ordered it this way.” (Group 2 explains)

Possible teacher talk:
“Why do you think your group and the other group have the same/ a different sequence?” 

“Which group has a more liberal /conservative view of marriage?”
“How did you interpret the pictures?”
“Any questions you have for the other group?”
“What if we move this picture right in front of that picture?” (Teacher moves a picture and ask Ss what they think about the different order) 
Mini-survey:
“Who supports living together before marriage?” (Wait for Ss to raise their hands) 

“Who opposes living together before marriage?” (Wait for Ss to raise their hands) 

* If there is an equal number of students for the affirmative and negative side, divide students in this way for the debate in the main activity.
Instructions:

“Those who support, please sit at this table.” 

“Those who oppose, please sit at that table.” 

*If there is an unequal number of students for the affirmative and for the negative, randomly divide students into two.
(get the paper cup with the post-its inside) 

Instructions:

“Let’s pick the sides using post-its.”

“Pick one post-it from the paper cup.” 
(students pick one)

“Those who pick the post-it that says 
‘affirmative,’ please sit at this table.” 

“Those who pick the post-it that says 
‘negative,’ please sit at that table.” 
“In a few minutes, we’re going to do a deb-ate on whether couples should live together before marriage. This is an interesting, but controversial topic.”

	Eliciting ideas for the cartoon picture:
(show a cartoon)
“First, I’ll show you a cartoon.”
“What do you think about this picture?”
(Wait Ss response) 

“Yeah, marriage is a big commitment. So, there is a trial period for marriage.” 
“Does anybody know what cohabitation is? (Wait for Ss response)
If no response: “Cohabitation means to live together in a sexual relationship, especially for people who are not legally married.”
Eliciting many sub-topics:
“Now, let’s think about the sub-topics to debate on. Just throw your ideas out.” 

(Wait for S response) 
If S responds: write them on the board. 

If no response: suggest some sub-topics 
1) How about the sub-topic like “Can living together before marriage help build a better relationship?”
2) “Do you think that living together before marriage could lead to long- lasting happy marriage life?
3) Do you think living together before marriage is more romantic or not?”
4) What could be another important 
factor? (hand gesture for money) 

(Wait for S response)

“Yes! You could talk about the financial advantages & disadvantages too.”
(Write on the board) 

Instruction about picking 2 sub-topics:
“Let’s pick 2 sub-topics to focus on.” 
“So, the affirmative side picks one sub-topic, the negative side picks one sub-topic. I’ll give you about 20sec to pick one topic for each group.” “Ready, set, go!”
Choosing sub-topic from each group (20sec)
Deciding 2 sub-topics:
(after 20sec, ask both groups) 

“(ask the affirmative side) “Which topic did you pick?” 
“(ask the negative side) “Which topic did you pick?” 

Setting the rules:
<Rule 1>

“There are 3 stages to our debate.”
(Write the 3 stages on the board like this)

1st stage: Affirmative side speaks 
(1 min)
2nd stage: Negative side speaks  
(1 min)
3rd stage: Q&A session (2 min)
“In the 1st stage, the affirmative side makes their own argument for #1 sub-topic (for 1min).” 
“In the 2nd stage, the negative side makes their own argument for #1 sub-topic (for 1min).” 

“The 3rd stage is Q&A session (for 2min). You can ask questions to the other group, ask for clarification of their argument, rebut the other side’s argument.”
“So, we will do the same for sub-topics #2.”
<Rule 2>

Most important rule: Don’t get too personal about the topic 

(Don’t ask personal questions like “Have you ever lived together before marriage?”)
ICQ:
-June, what is the last stage of the debate? (Q&A session) 

-Steffy, What’s the most important rule? 

(Don’t get too personal)
(hand out 4 pieces of blank paper to students) 

“You can write your arguments down for all 2 sub-topics with your team partner. I will give you 3 min and then we will start the debate.”
Prepare your team’s argument for 2 sub-topics (3min)
(teacher monitors Ss) 
Debate on #1 sub-topic starts. 
“Let’s start with the first sub-topic. First, let’s hear the affirmative side’s argument.”
(One teacher monitors the flow of debate, One teacher monitors the time)

Debate on #2 sub-topic starts.
