	Aims:

· Main aim: Ss will be able to understand types of stereotypes and prejudices reflected in the movie by watching a trailer of the movie.
· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to freely exchange ideas they have on certain animals or subjects in a real life and know the ideas are various depending on their personal backgrounds.
· Personal aim: I want Ss to have interest in and enjoy listening class by using a listening material that is enjoyable and familiar to them.



	Language Skills:

· Listening: Ss will watch the movie trailer of Zootopia. 
· Reading: Ss will read script of the video.
· Speaking: Ss will discuss about the movie focusing on the concept “stereotype” & “prejudice” and work as a group to make a script on their worksheet.
· Writing: Ss will do written activities on their worksheets and take a note on their own.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: ‘z sound’ /z/ 
· Lexis: new vocabularies in the script (anthropomorphic, civilized, get along, etc.)

· Grammar: adjectives

· Function: previewing, giving background information 

· Discourse: movie trailer script




	Assumptions:

· Students know language systems and four language skills. 

· Ss also know the difference between ‘stereotype’ and ‘prejudice’.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If the 2nd assumption is wrong
· give them further explanation using example situations

· If level of the listening material is too high for Ss

· replay the video after 'filling in the blank’ session so that they can listen to it

Eliciting

(Turn on a beam projector and show the students PPT slides.)

“What is this animal?
What do you think of this animal? 
Does it have a positive image or negative image?”
[Encourage students to use various adjectives to modify the object.]
(Write down adjectives students mentioned.)
“We call these kind of commonly help ideas about specific groups a ‘stereotype.”
Further discussion

(Show a campaign video named ‘#Runlikeagirl’)

“Okay, we have watched another video. What do you think?
Do you think a stereotype and prejudice is acquire socially or inhered since we were born?”
Modeling 

(Write down the topic “Stereotype and prejudice people have dependent on personal backgrounds” on the board.)

“As you can see in the video, a stereotype or prejudice is a LEARNED traits. You are not born prejudiced. You are thought it. “
CCQ

“So, let me ask this.

Do you think people in the different culture will have different thoughts?
Do you think people in different age group with you will have different thoughts?”
[Give positive feedback if students actively answers and give a correct answer]
“Today, we are going to talk more about stereotype and prejudice with a recently released movie “Zootopia”.”
2. New Vocabulary

Instruction

“Before watching the video, we are going to do a short activity.”
(Hand out worksheet #1)

“On the left, there are new vocabularies which are included in the video we are going to watch and, on the right, these are synonyms or definitions of the words on the left. Work with partners and draw a line to match a vocabulary and a synonym/definition. I will give you 2 minutes.”
Demonstration

“Let’s do the first one together. Word number one on the left is… yes, stereotype. Emily, what do you think the right synonym or definition of ‘stereotype’? Yes, correct. Draw a line from 1 to … then.

Okay, now let’s do rest of them with partners.”
ICQ

“How many minutes do you have?”
Monitoring

Answer students if they have a question.

“Time’s up, everybody.”

Answer check

Let students read their answers one-by-one.

Instruction

“Now I am going to play a movie trailer of ‘Zootopia’ just once. Watching the video, guess what kind of movie it is and what story it is about. Some words that could be a hint for you will appear on the screen so watch and listen to it carefully.”

ICQ

“How many times am I going to play the video?”

“What we should do while listening?”

(Play the video)

2. Discussion

Instruction

“I believe you might have different thoughts and ideas of the video. It could seems like just a cartoon movie for kids or it could seems it has a lesson which is applicable to all generation. For two minutes, feel free to talk to your partner about what you could guess by the video. It could be anything. I will give you only two minutes. Let’s start.”
Monitoring

Do not interrupt students. Sit and listen to what they say. Give positive feedback when they talk about something related to today’s topic.
“Okay. I could see someone gave us a very fresh idea and some of you said something related to what we discussed before: stereotype and prejudice. Good job, everyone. Thank you.”

3. Listening again

Instruction

“Let’s watch the video once again. This time, fill in the blanks on the worksheet. We will check the answer after watching the video. I am not going to pause so please pay attention to it.”

(Hand out worksheet #2)

ICQ

“What we are going to do now?”
(Play the video again)

Monitoring
“Alright, was it too hard or too fast? Do you want to replay it one more time?”

[Yes -> Replay

No -> Check answers]

Instruction
