● Main aim: Ss will be able to improve speaking skills by describing their experience fluently.
● Secondary aim: Ss will be able to talk about their experience using various adjectives and present perfect.

 “Every sentence will start with ‘Have you ever’, so it will be easy to fill in the blank. Do individually”
ICQ

“Do you work in pairs?”
OK, Let’s start.

(Play the video#1)

Checking answers
(Let Ss read answers from one to twenty taking turns. )
Ok, do you have all answers? Let’s check them starting from 000. Let’s do this taking turns. 

Modeling 

“When we talk about our experience,  we use “subject + have/has + past participle”
“The Present Perfect is a tense. And we can use this tense to talk about experiences in the past up to the moment. Today we are going to experience using this form.” 

CCQ
“So how can you say when you talk about your experience?”
2. New Vocabulary

Instruction 

“Now, we are going to learn some words. When we talk about our experience, many adjectives may need because there are many things to describe.”

(Hand out worksheet#2). 

“There are definitions of words on the right side and words with blanks on the left side. Read each definition and complete the words.”
“Work together with your partners. I will give you 5mins to finish.”
