 -I think I hear(d) some giggles.

 -Who found it funny?  S's name , so you seem to have understood the quote, maybe not word by word but what is the key point of laughing here? What is the message?

 -Yes, this kind of a man does not exist.

 -You realize that I haven't shown you the title for this quote yet.
 -Who can guess what the title is? 

(Give help if needed - "Perfect"="Totally Flawless", The "XXX" Man, etc.)

 -Yes, the Title is "The Perfect Man". Well done, _S's name_!

 -So today's topic is...

 (Turn to the topic page on PPT)
 about the perfect man, the man of your dreams, the ideal man in your life, Mr. Right, Mr. Perfect! Yay!

1. Vocabulary(adjectives)
 -Let's do some vocabulary exercise to help you with your speaking activity later.

 -The purpose of this whole exercise is to learn adjectives on personality and appearance, and then to develop making sentences using those adjectives while giving your opinions.

(Hand out the Vocabulary Worksheets)
(Instruction

 -Please look at your worksheets now.  You see a whole list of personality adjectives on the left side of the table, and a list of appearance related adjectives on the right.  

-You will be working in the groups or pairs that I make right now for the entire class today so please move and sit in groups that I divide you into. 

(Gesture : Group Ss - a pair and a group of 3 - Try putting the top 2 Ss in each group)

 -Before explaining, just one thing to bear in mind for those of you who are married - I would like to ask you to pretend that you are still single.
 -Now, first, with your partner(s), look at the adjectives or expressions to describe the characteristics of a perfect man.
 -Choose your essential characteristics that match your each one of your own ideal partner for life, your Mr. Perfect as you read on. 

 -With your partners, add 3 more adjectives in the blanks.
 -You have 2 min.

 -Now that you have your selected characteristics adjectives, write 3-4 sentences describing your Mr. Perfect using them and in the 'wish' or 'hope' form as shown in the model.
 -Then, interview your partner about what her dream spouse is like and ask why.
  -You will be given 7 min.
(Demonstration(Assign Ss to read): 
  -Let's do one as an example together with the first word, "patient". 

 - S's name , would you read person A, and  S's name , person B, please?
