 -What part of speech are both? What do the two endings have in common?
 -Yes, they are both "adjectives".  They modify the "noun".

 -What are their differences?  '-ed' looks like which tense of  a verb? Yes, so they are called the past participle adjectives.  
'-ing' looks like which tense of a verb? Yes, so they are called the present participle adjectives.

 -Another difference is their meaning. -ed describe HOW WE FEEL, -ing describe PEOPLE/THINGS THAT GIVE US THESE FEELINGS.

 -Some Ss have sheet A, some sheet B.
 -#A Ss have answers for the pictures 2, 4 and 6, #B Ss for the pictures 1, 3 and 5.

 -In partners, first the #A Ss will ask the question to the #B Ss for them to answer.  For the second picture, vice versa.

 -Let's take the first two questions as an example.

 -#A Ss don't have enough information about #1 so #A Ss ask #B : What seems to make him bored?

 -#B Ss answer : He seems bored because shopping is boring for him.

-#B Ss don't have enough information about #2 so #A Ss ask #B : What seems to make her tired?

 -#A Ss answer : She seems tired because her housework is tiring.

 -The two of you will work as a pair.  The three of you as a group. (Gesture.)

 -I will give you 5 min. on this.
